CHRONUCLOGICAL NARRATIVE ACCOUNT

1. In response to a spur of the moment invitation tendsred by POCAFON
during a telephone conversation in which he thanked me for writing the
lstter of thanks to Mr, Dewey I oalled on him at his home in GOTANDA., I
was introduced to Mrs, POCAPON and after a few minutes of amall talk we
went into the living room which has been oonverted intc an oversised atudy
for POCAPON due to lakk of space in any other portion of ths house. FOCAFON
apoligized for the upset stete of the room and explained that at ons time
he would have been proud to have visitors to his old hqle in Nishi COkubo
bat this house had been bombed out in the 25 May raid in 1945. The house
POCAFON now lives in was obtained after the war amd is mch too small for
him, however, he indicated that he and Mrs. POCAPON and one maid are the only
ones there now since his son is at school in the Statesand they are sble to
manage. My impression, inftisl and throughout the evenin: was that FOCAPON
leads a very frugal life at home. Whatever extravagant pretense he puts on
to the outside workd is strictly to keep up his position as President of the

Liveral Party.

2, For the most part the conversation throughtut the evening was confined
to various topics of interest of the United States; the tall skyscrepers, the
new super highways, the clover lsaf turns and the turmnpikes, hotels, motels,
television shows, stc. FOCAFON evinced more than passing intersst in all of the
sub jects covered and indicated strongly his deaires to go to the States on a
short vielt so that he would ba better able to understand how Amsrice is now
since he has not been there for over X0 years,
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3. A brisf mention on the rolitical situation was aade by FCAFUN
in which he pointed out that the final knoock-down and drag-out portion
of the battle for the mergsr was mow getting started. He indiented that
duying the wesk of 7 Novamber the Democrats »ould try every trick that

give up the idea of dissolution of both parties end election of & new
president by open vote although they mey maks it appear that they are going
to congeds s point or teo. Jome SR the tricks that are eavizioned are
that the Damcorats will proross that both parties hold individuaif
oleetions within their papties end then matzh votes (naturally in the favor
of the Democrats singe they have more Diet nsabers thab the Liberals) amother
triok that the Demoornts may pull will be to try and force 2 aplit vote
of the Lower house nembers and Upper house. The sreesoning being thid
4f they got together then the Libersls with their majority in ths Up.er
house will have s better chance to get the vots in their favor. The catch
the Democrats will propose is that the Upper house vote go along with
vhntever the lower house votes. Another plan that is possibls is that
the Bewocrets will propose to shelf sverything or part of ths problem until
after the present session of the Dlet ii convened. HOCAtIK said that
things would move fast during the few days when thes orisis is reached bat
he hoped sverything would work out fbr the g.od.
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
