thres hundred millions af 1ire for a childrens' orphanage and
hospital now being created in Milan,

b} He has made several trips to Prague, Kareaw and Budapest dur-
ing those periods when Cominform meotings were being held there.

¢) Galy two years ago he was practically penmiless, and was the
recipient of gift paclages from the United States., It is knovm
for certain that he received a pumber of CARE packages from
S, SUAYN of Brooklyn, R. Y. who gemt aimllar aid to WiGARVILLE,
SCOCCIMAKRO, Rita MONTAGNANA~TOGLIATTI, and other less-&nown -
Itolian Leftists during 1946.

d) He now has sufficient funds to enable him to pay a 300,000 lire
monthly rental for a luxurbus apartment in Rome's fashionable
Porta Pinclana distrdct, and to entertain on a lavish scale
far beyond his income as a Deputy.

On one oc-
casion, while spoaking in Huseian, hs quoted an old Moscow
proverd nwhich he stated he had lsarned from Mrs, KOLLGNTAI.
He also speaks English, French, German, and Swedish with a
high dogree of fluency. .

GORANCGFF. fe currently awaiting issu2nce of a Swedish entry . _J
permit in order to return to Stockholm. This appears most
unusual because as a "refuges" hse could obtain an Italian
entTy visa only if hg were already in possession of a Swedish
reentry permit. Also strange is the fact that in Rome ho is
uaing an affidavit in lieu of pasapart, lssued to him by the
Rome Questurs, and that he is also registered as an sligible

identity card he exhibited on anc ocoasion while slightly
under the influence of drink.

Living at the Hotael Savals, travelling by air, and haupting -
Rome's expensive night spots, are far beyond the mesns of the
usual D.P. His cultural background, his intellectual lsvel,
his knowledge of lenguages, and his Soviet contacts would all
poiat to him as a Communist suspect. '
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
