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GENERAL

The accent during May wes on Law and Order, or rather, Qn the
lagk of 1t, - A deterioration was noted at the end of April and
this continued into May, to stabllise at the lowes}t level since the
end of the 1944 troubles, The ressons for this deierioratifn are
gone into fully elsewhere ln this Review but they may be brilefly
svrimed vp here, FPirstly the onset of summer csreated climatis
conditions appropriate to an outdoor life in the hills, In this
respect, as in others, the banditry of this year 1s a repetition
of that of summer 1945, Secondly the political bitterness between
the extreme left anfl rest of Greek public opinion is keener than
ever, since the election campalgn and results have driven Cemmunism
into even sharper isolation, Furthermovrg, descending from theqQry
to facty many modarate local civil offjclals have besen renplaged by
men of more extreme Rightewing views as a consequence of the
Populist victory. On the one hand they form an obvious targej
for Leftwwing hatred, on the other these offlcials tend t{o prosecute
active Cammunists and intimidate the passive, therehy stirring up
even more bitterness, Banditry by the Left is carried on all over
GREECE but 1s chiefly reported from Vestern MACLZDONIA where ils
eradication 1s compligated by the additional problem of Autonomism
Right-wing banditry, on the other hand, is almost entirely confina&
to the PELOPONNESE. The arpest of the most notorious Rightwewing
bandit-leadsr, HMANGANA3, has had a salutory effect on a form of
disorder which by the identity of its political motive with the
Government 1in power was never in dangar of becoming a menace to
national security,. With the Communiste=Autonomist banditpry of -
Vlestern MACEDONIA it is another story, The principal targets of
the bands are the armed Torces 'of law and order, whicdh indicates
a planned campaign, since the object can only be the breaking of
militery and civil morale by the killing of the maximum munmbor ofmen of
those forcses,  There is little profit attached to a successful-
attack on a Gendarmeriec station, and much risk, The political
motive 1s obvious, An averape per wesk during the month of four
attacks on Gendarmerie stations, and five attacks on-Gendarmerie
patrols; has been maintained., £ The Gendarmerie was sorely tried
in this particuvlar arca, snd morale has indeed suffered. There
are however no signs of furthar deterioration at present, though
equally are there none of 1lmprovement, At the end of the month,
however, assistance wes given to the Gendarmeris by the Gresk army
in Viestern MACIDONIA. This help has taken the form of flag
marches and co-ordinated swecps of large areas, How successful
the army will be is not yet known,

In the political field the month has been chiefly notable for
the appearance of dissension in both the Populist and Communist
rarties, In the case of the former the trouble is in the nature
of party bickering, and is uvnlikely to cause a serious rift in the
Government front as long as the major issue of the Plebiscite remains
to be decided, The dissension 1n the Communist Party is rather .
more fundamental and i1s the outcome of differences of views on high
policy: . The main body of the Party under ZACHARIADES is faced with
a dissident group which desires aimore aggressive programme, to be
applied forthwith, and which has little faith in the present
"intellectval'lesadership of the Party. The outcome of this dis-
agreement remains to be seen but at one stuge it seemed llkely to

split CGreck Communism, and possibly necessitate intebvention from

namely on 1 Sepiember, and to press Greek National Claims, Economie

(a) ALBANIA

The fact that considerable reorganlsstion of the Albanian
army has been, and bresumably still is, going on, has been
mentioned in previous suvmmariss, Lack of reliable and
accurate information, however, still prevents a fair and
detalled picture of the present structure of the Albanian army
being drawn, Recent reports though nelther detailed nor
completely reliavle have, however, glven an indication of what

May be expected, It must be emphasised that the following

information on the reorganised Albanian army, though plausible,
can not as yet be accepted as anything more than a worklng '
hypothesis,

Information obtained by interrogation of an Alhanian
deserter suggests that ALBANI: is divided into three military
districts or inspectorates; the district boundaries are
reported to be as follows = (1) Northern ALBANIA as far SOUTH
as ELBASAN (Q¢51) (1i1) KORCH area covering ELBASAN, BERAT (QM37)
and LESKOVIC (¢M80), (i1i) -RGYROKASTRON area covering VALONA,
BERAT and LESKOVIC, The same deserter stated that two armies
were 1n existence, 1 Army H( at TIRANA and 2 Army HQ at
ARGYROKASTROIY, The armies mentioned presumably approximate to
corps and it is felt that the military districts are mére likely
to be arcas of DYP commitments than a basic part of the army
organisation, The deserter went on to state that the army was
being reduced to thrse divisions, 1 Division HQ at ARGYROKsSTROTN,
2 Division HG at KORCE and 3 Division HQ at TIRANA,. There is
some circumstantial evidence to support both this layout and
the reduction of the army from six to three divisions, Several
previous reporis have suggested that 5 and 6 Divisions were
being disbanded and, as wes reported.in CHIRG No 8, troops
wearing the Jugoslav issved uvniform worn by 5 snd 6 Division
troops had been segen in other divisional units, The locations
of 5 and 6 Divisions werc never satisfactorily identified after
their return from JUGOSLAVIA except for a short period
immediately following that move, 1 Division has been located
in the ARCGYROKASTRON area for some time and there is no
gevidence for believing that it has moved. More than one source
has mentioned that 2 Division is 1ln XKORCE and since these
sources were all different there 1s little option other than
to accept its presencc in that arca, If 1 Division is accepted
at ARCYROKASTRON and 2 Division at XORCE it is not unreasonable
to assume that 3 Division may be in the TIRANA area, Another
source states that thecre is also a 4 Division in the SCUTARI
arca, Tho report, however, has not been confirmed either
dircctly or indirectly from other sources, No fresh brigade
locations have been received from any sources,

wWhether the divisional locations as reported to date are
accurate or not, there is at lzast a prima facie case for
believing that the Albanian forces have been roduced to three
(possibly four) iafantry divisions and one DMP division.
Concurrent with such a reorganisation it is not improhable that
brigades will be renumbercd, an event which will make 1t
difificult to assess the accuracy of any future reports which

the Govermment's concern for law and order are shown hot only
in frequent official siatements but also in two important
‘measurcs taken on 3 May: the first of these was an order to
put under police survelllance the offices and other premises
of all extremist organisations, This measure does not,
however, appear to havs had much noticeable effect, More far-
reachling was the order re-introducing local extra-judicial
Public Security Commitiees in each province, These Committees
are empowered to exile summarily to another part of GREECE
any persons suspsected I banditry or of giving assistance

. to bandits, Since this measure has been accompanied by an
almost universal replasecment of moderate local officials by
men of more extreme Risht-wing persvasion, there is no doubt
that 1ts application will be primarily directed agalnst
commuonists, The Comm.ttee in VEROIA (QN23) has already
started functioning fo: the troubled province of IMATHIA, .
and has exiled some menbers of the Left-wing in NAOUSA (QN1L)

to an AEGEAN island, Naturally the Left brand these measures
as '“"fascism!,

(b) Armed Bands

In the PELOPONITGBSI Right-wing terrorist activity was
most marked in the first half of the month: initiative in
the use of force in the province of MISSINIA was almost
entirely with bandits claiming an affiliation with the 'X!
organisation, The cumination was on 11 May when a band
100 strong descended or MEGALOPOLIS (VI99), for the purpose
of’ terrorising local cammunists, and on 15 May when MANGANAS,
the local brigand chief, seized control of PILOS (VH53) and
executed three Left-wirg prisoners who were heing held in
custody by the Gendamerie, In spite of this open flouting
of their authority, tie local CGendarmerie appear to have been
not only powerless bu: even vnwilling to control Right-wing
excesses,  On 22 lay, nowever, MANGANAS was arrested near
PILCS, largely through the insistence of the British Police
Mission, and & quieter period ensued; local terrorism is likely
to continue but on a less ambitious scale for want of his
lecadership, A number O small Left-wing bands of more limited
potential arc reportsd near SPARTA (VJ15), in the Right-wing
Stronghold of MESSIIIA, and in the mountains of Northern

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In Central GREECE there has been less open banditry,
except that the Right-wing bandit HZALAMBALIKIS ls now reported
to have resumed activity on klount PEILION (QT80) after an
alleged visit to ATHERS for "orders', On the othor hand the
initiative in damping Left-wing activities has passed rather
to the local authorities: this.is noticesble in the ilsland
of EUBO&IA, in the LAMIA (QY35) district, and particulardy in
VOLOS (QT70). On 19 May in that town a large nwmber of Gresk
soldiers, vsing firearms for intimidation, was involved in
breaking upn the BAM offices and ilnjuring some EAM members:

as giving an undus handle for Left-wing allegations of oppression,
especlally as the Gendarmerie did not intervens,  Even soO a
renewal of Left-wing banditry in Central GREECE. is to be noted

by the appearance of small Left-wlng bands in the mountalns

NORTH and WOST of LaMI4 and on Mount PARNASSUS (Qvll).,  And

the bands based on 0384 (QT65) and OLYMPUS (QT38) have been
pressing their raids SOUTH into the plain towards LARISA (QT33).

In Northern GREECE the mogst imvportant feature of the
continued Left-wing banditry has been a serles of attacks an
isolated Gendarmerie posts:  the average for the month of May
was four such attacks per week. Apart from an attack on a
post at VARDHOS (@QP11) in KHALXIDIKI on 17 liay and one near
KILKIS (Q088) on 7 May. all these attacks have taken place
ln or near the mountain chain OLYMPUS~-VERIIION-IZAIMAKCHALAN,
or in the remoter paris d®f Western MACEDONIA hear FLORINA (QN66),
Lake PRESPA (QN36) and GRAVENA (03S59). In addition there has
been a number of clashes between Gendarmerie patrols and groups
of bandlts in the same srcas, et the rate of about five per
week, Latterly in fact the initiative has apparently been
rather more with the Gendarmerie who have increascd patrolling
and swecping opecratisns: the VIRMIOW arca was somewhat quilster

in the second fortnichi of May,. On the other hand the
districts further VRNT, from VITSI (QN55) to GREVENA, have shown
much increascd activ Although the Gendarmeris continuvally

complain ol laoadetua’te aquipment, and it is true that most
reports mention bandits as using automatic weapons, yet the
sceurity measares Lelrg talten have not beesn ineffective and
the situation cannrout be considered to be out of hand, But
civilian morale remalins low, and no genzral improvement in
security can yot he recordod, A Turther Tactor which may
have lmporvant consegusncss in the future is thepossibility
of amms belryg issued to Nationalist civilians in areas particularly
infssted by Lelt-wirg bhands, An organisation known as .EMA

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(a) Tﬁe Constitutional Question

The plebiscite date has been flxed for 1 September. The
date itself has not came in for criticism lately as much as
two other points, the formula to be adopted and the revision
of electoral rolls, Leccording to the speech from the Throne
the question to be put before the Greek nation is whether or
‘not H M the King should return, Republican circles have
denouvnced this phrasing as a loop hole for the Royalists should
the plebiscite go against the King, alleging that the Royalists
would, in such an event, claim that the actual question of
constitutional monarchy or republic was still outstanding,
The Republicans and CGeneral. ZiiVA3S wished the plebisclite to
decide categorically on the regime alonec, M. GONATAS speaking
as Leader of the National Liberal »party statcd that it was
futile to argue on such an academic point since it was obvious
that shovld the vote go against the Xing it would also go
against the Monarchy. The government has also stated that the
electoral rolls will be revised by mid Avgust uvnder the
avspices of an Anglo-Amecrican observer mission,: The Frengh _
government declincd an invitation to participate in this misslon.
The Centre and Left parti 35 have stated that revision of
electoral rolls is not sufficient, complete recompilation must
be @arried out, The present standard of law and order has
also been raised by the opposition as a factor which unless
drastically improved will militats against a fair plebiscite,
On 12 May, EAM and the Left Liberal grovp published a statement
condemning Britain and USA for forsaking their obligations
undertaken in November L5 and alleging that this was an obvious
attempt to set vw a heo-fascist regime in GRZELCE, The government
‘appear dstermined to stick to the date, the formula and the
revision of electoral rdélls, There will however, be another
debate of the constitutional question when the resolution
concerning the plebisclic is brought up belfore the Assembly..

(e) Internal Politics,

The proceedings in the Assembly have shown that cracks
are appearing in the Pcepulist party front, a Tact which is
becoming increasiagly obvious to the goneral public. There
1s & strong group centrcd round the cgbinet ministars which is
moderate in outlook but a considerable proportion of the
Populist ranl and file arc adopting extremist and intransigent
views, The recent dcobate on the governments! policy with
regard to the Greek army arouscd Op/Oultlon cven among the ,
Populist deputies themselves, Other reports indicate that
behind its facade of unlty the govornmont is threatened by a
numbor of diffcrences of opinion. Lisscusion is fvPOPtbd
from two gquarters firstly among the Bdpulists and the
collaborators, the National Liberals and the Aeformlsts and
secondly within the porty itselfl, The differences bstween
Mo TSALDARIS, M. GONATAS o©nd . ALRIAIDRIS are. allugud to lie
in the fact Lhat neithor ¥, GONATAS nor I, ALZXNANDRIS are
satisfied with the nusmber of political appointments which the
Populists have allottad Ldvm, A rceport states that the main
grouvps from which potantial dissension inay arise are centred
rouvnd the following percounzlitics: 1, MAVROMIHALIS, M.S.

An interesting duvblopm nt is the attitude of Genheral
ZERVAS! EKE towerao tha government, Recent ovents «during
~debatc have shown that ZKE is following the policy of the EPE .
lcaders and has by no means allied itsclf with tho Populists
which might have been expected from 2ZIRVAS' pre-clection
royalist tendencics, The actual reason for ZERVAS' present
attitude can not be definitcly stated, It may arise from
pique, in view ol the fact that no amicable basis for elsction
collaboration was arrived at with the Populists, ZERVAS,
however, was in 1935 a Venizelist and even when he filrst .
formed a guerrilla force during the occupation corrcsponded
more closely to republican nctionalism than to” royalism,

There has been some rumour, too, to the effcct that General
ZERVAS might join LOPC s with Sophocles VINIZOLOS,

In the Republican camp therc has becn little political
activity apart from continucd criticism of the pgovernment and,
in some cascs, of Britain as well. General PLASTIRAS has .
put out feelers for the formation of a new Republican union
but this has not eVolcd rmach response, ‘

- KKE efforts to form a pan'democratic front have continued
with a marked lack of success., It is reportad that KAaFANDARIS
has becn approachcd arain oh this subject but KXE received no
satisfeaction.

The
prescnt rif't 1s centred on Ioannis PETZOPOULOS, the wealthy
owner of g qugu printing works, vho, though not a proper
member of KKii has held KKE appointments and wields consilderable
influence w1tth the party, ATZOPOULOS has heen strongly
critising both KKE policy and the leadership of the party,
He is allcmed to have described the policy as inconsistent
and one of daily directives and empty threats, and the leader-—
ship as that of non coubattants and politicel failures..
