New York	 24/2 -- (T.A.S.S6) -- An Associated Press correspondent
reports from Frankfurt that withthe arrest Of certain nazi underground agents,
the American Lilitary Government. bad discovered one of the most important agents
of the underground, a former Captain in the SS, Bergen Rottke, who had been
employed by the American Headquarters in Frankfurt in the special services de-
partment.

According to reports, Rottke had started to work for the Army Head-
quarters before his personal history was known, because he knew the inelish
language very well, having received his education in the United States.

His work consisted of organizing entertainment for the higher ranking
officers of the American Army. Rottke often arranged the programs for dances
held in the officers Club in Frankfurt, a Club for only Generals and Colonels
of the American Army.

In this way Rottke had access to the high ranking officers of the
American Army and their families, with wham he established close relations.

Ten other underground agents were arrested at the same time as Rottke.

WAR Ukr.RATIONS IN INDO-CH1NA

Hanoi -- 26/2 -- (A.e.r.) -- The French communique today stated that
300 Chinese had been evacuated from the regions of the Angen Canal to Bagia,
where they 'Jere given shelter.

In south Indo-China Viet-ham partisans were active in the Fananga
regions, while the French troops carried out a number of successful operations
in the Tutshama and Fantita areas.

In Kochbinh Viet-Nam troops have intensified their attacks apainst
the French north and south of the Lekong River. The Viet-Namese have also in-
tensified their terroristic activities in the Kanjios, KAong and Liao areas.

More than 2,500 Chinese have been left hOmeless on acount of the recent fires.

'.ell informed circles say that ira. Dorhardt, one of the Germans to
be repatriated on the ulAarine Jumper" on 20 February and who did not report to
the ship and was therefore listed as missing, has informed the authorities as
to her whereabouts, without, however, mentioning the reasons why neither she
nor her children reported to the ship.

Information has been received that Joseph Leibu, another Nazi, also
escaped deportation to Germany when he left for one of the Wropean countries
at the end of last year, posing as a Rumanian subject.

Borhardt successfully escaped deportation at the last minute, despite
the fact that her belongings were already aboard the ship. She is at present
living in Hungjao under the supervision of the Chinese police authorities.

The city authorities are at present discussing the measures to be
taken against her, as well as the other nazis that escaped deportation.

Official sources are of the opinion that the authorities will take two
measures against these people. They will confiscate all their property and force
the quarantors to find these Germans and bring them to the authorities.

At present 41 of the nazis that escaped deportation are still at large.
