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8. Considerable support regarding activities in Hungary has been ascertained
through Catholic connections, chiefly through the Slciety of Jesus (Provincial
BORBILT, former chief of the Catholic Action Father VIRAGH and others)1 Valuable
technical support can be expected from Dr. OdontRIVACRT (former Hungarian diplo-
matic representative in Vienna). It must be meationed that since the MINDSZENTHT
trial valuable assistance on a personal basis was given to church officials and
couriers. This undoubtedly forms an obligation on this only consolidated Hungarian
block. Permanent connection to and from Hungary is ascertained.

9. Iatplliience operations in Rumania are based on an agreement reacted with
Conetintli7PAPARACI in July 1948, • further agreement reached between John MARGARIT
and Mitice6R02RA in Rumania (November 1948) and an amendment reached between John

. ' 1 14.ARGARIT, PAPANACE, TRIFA and LEPTHA in Rome (July 1949). According hereto Intelli-
gence possibilities of the Macedorumanian people under PAPANACH and the labor move-
ment . of GROZRA are placed at the sole disposal of this operation.

The Macedorumanien people In Rumania have their main settlements in the Dobruja
and the Banat, but are also scattered over Rumania and Bessarabia. This organisa-
tion has more than 2500 observation points based on a 3 men system in Rumania alone.

However nO illusions should exist
that this operation, an far as the Ba/knne are concerned, would work properly
before a lapse of at least 6 months. Courier Possibilities must be opened through
Italy. Greece and Turkey.

When reaching di, agreement with PAPANACI1 it was ascertained that no political
obligations would have to.be entered into. PAPAW:CR however would regard it as •
sign of trust to be consulted prior to any eabotage . activities that might possibly
be directnd by the DS.

12. Basic system for this operation will be the use of nationals for their
respective national problems: Guiding idea will be to assist the United States.
For this reason a permanent close contact will be necessary.
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
