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'le Basic Plan CABINDA is designed to provide our organization with
a nucleaus of selected Ameriocan officers who would stay behind to direot
the ectivities of indigenous agents and potential resistance groups in
the event that Germany is occupied by the enemy. Selection of personnel
would he based on (1) ability to pass as a Central Europesn national;
(2) personal qualifications of leadership, adaptability, previous exper-
ience, security, health; and (3) willingness to volunteer for such an
assignment. A maximum of five senior steff officers pressntly assigned .
to DAD, and tem junior officers or field assistants (with preference given
to Communicutions perscmnel) would be included in the plan.

2. Perasonnel selected would be provided immediately with false doou~
mentation end appropriste psraonal eguipment (clothing, eto.) in linme with
their individually prepered cover stories. Supplies, including radio sets,
ciphers, signal plens, arms, food, drugs and valuables, would be hiddsn for
their eventual use. Crystals end the looation of the supplies would be re-
tained by the base chief for issuance to the officers on activation., It is
anticipated that immediately upon the outbreak of hostilities, peraonnel
would depart from their present ares of work and make their way individually
to a previously specified area - e.g., southern Bavaria. Each semior officer
would be assigned at least one, and possibly two, W/T opsrators. The junior
offioers would work under the direction of the senior officer to whom assigned.
The senior officers would not be in contact with one another and would operate
independently. They would be instructed to make no attempt to comtact our
forward headquarters for at least two montha following the enemy ocoupation
of Geramany. ’

3. Full oonsideration has been given to the security heszard inherent
in the capture of any one of our senior officers. We have accepted the oal-
culated risk that their experience and personal quealities would not enable
them to outwit their interrogator. If they break, it is questionable whether
the historical information they could provide would be of especiml valus to
the enemy under war-time conditions. They would be umable to compromise one .
another since no one officer would have knowledge of mnother's stay behind
plans, They ocould, of course, provide detailsd background on our organization
per se, and ocould compromise agents known to them. The advantage of having
highly quelified Americen intelligence spsoialists on the spot outweigh, in
our opinion, the security hasard. ‘Their chances of survival are considered
greater if they stay behind than if later attempts are made to infiltrate or
drop thenm. .
