8o far as [ know there has bsen no formal dis-
cussion in Washington between us and VLKIVA on the uses to which CARP could
and ghould be put, bus the time is clearly at hund whon our ideas on this
question will need to be broadened froa the asimple handing over to VIKIVA in
Germany of great bataches of CARP reports, Let us have your thoughts on this %
subject, . What we want to uvoid is the chunoce that CARP's snd VLKIVA's natural
community of interests will elbow intelligence operatians off the sidewsli.
