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Zehlendorf

From UsBahnhof, Onkel Tom's Hittte proceed south on Onkel Tom Strasse to the grave-
yard opposite No. 27 Onkel Tom Strasse, Praceed through the main entrance (small
wooden gate) and take the first path to the left all the way down to the cemetary
enclosure. Then take the last path to the right to a point 18 meters before the

far cemetery wall, Here one can find the graves of the Fischer and Otting fami-
lies. To_the left beside the memorial plaque to Paul Fischer, 25,2.1850, L4.1.33, .
stands a column' on a base. This base is covered with a piece of zinc sheeting,

20 cm by 10 cm. Messages can be placed under the left hand sheet of metal. See
