The 11/7 requests traces on Subject who is an official of
neutsohe Ville". Acoording to their information from 1940-41 he
was Editor-in-Chief of the newspaper "Osman News for OreboO. Ho
allegedly was under the control of the SD and the RSHA. According
to his own statements he was imprisoned by the U.S. until 1947. He
was later given an American uniform and Am:misted Press identifica-
tion card by the Americans. Vith American help he also obtained
Austrian citizenship.

Traces within our organisation reveal that Subject was CIC agent
number 2045, a member of net II (Milwaukee Project) and was a principal
agent in contact with the Austrian Volkspolisei and police in the
area of Gras. His mission wee to collect order of battle information
on the Yugoslav Army. By 1954 CIC considered KIRCHNER to be an
intelligence fabricator and believed that he had fabricated all of the
material collected from the Yugoslav net for the Milwaukee Project.
