Chinese or Austrian etc. At any rate it is extremely 4if-
ficult to predict anything and the most acceptable attitude
is now that expressed by the German saying "let us walt and
drink tea".The question 1s how many teapots will be emptied
until we get a clear plcture of what 1ls golng on. '
