b. To recruit, train and infiltrate 50 agents within the next
six months., Training will be arranged in a covert holding
area in the United States zone of Germany. In the event that
satisfactory working arrangments with Tito are not possible,
it is proposed that these agents be then infiltrated and supplied
by air from a base to be established in Greece. EE-1 has initlated
procurment of airdraft, and is presently recruiting additional
covert' Tews, which will be aza lable for this project.

It is proposed that thé&&eams organize strongholds in the
Apuseni and Rihor Mountains and,after establishing bases in
these areas extend operations;¢o the South and East. Their
main purpose will be exploratory and they will attempt to
contact and organize existing gperrilla groups in these areas.
