At the same time he OnnO4M004 his
intention to forma "Union of Free Rumanians" and indicated his desire that
the Student Association adhere to his new rroup. Whereupon a Social Democratic
student declared that, in his opinion, individuil students might properly join
the Union but, since the Student Association was nomppolitioal, he did not
think that it should enter .the group,as on entity. The National /latent
students supported the Social Dmnoortt and proposed that General Radesou's
proposal be put to !I vote. Annoyed by the opposition which greeted his
proposal. General Meson warned the students that their voting against entry
into the Union could anticipate diffioultiee when he and they returned to
Rumania. Such a cormetiOn followed this statement that General Uldesou was
forced to leave the gathering. Before departing he instructed his supporters
among the students to furnish hit lists of names of those cpposinr his
proposal.
