k. The proprietors of real estates have been deprived )
of their property, arrested sid deported, while the peasmmts
have been forced oy meuns of tgrror to work in Kolhoses, thus
becoming slaves on their own grounds.
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1. The individual liberty was sbolished entirely,
and the present Rumsnisn Government, publishes this fact with-
"out eny shame. A “law" which appesared in December 1950, gives
25 yeers of hard labor to those persons who listen to the brod-
castings of the "iAnglo-American Imperialiste”.

These flag ant unrespect of "the humen rights, accorded
by the Atluntic Chart to all the nations, and also inocluded
in the pezce treaty with Rumania, was protested H Englnd and
USA. The diplomatic "notes" sent by these dountries did not
have any other result but show the impotence of the Big Western
Powers to respect their signatures, thus incressing the terror
of the Rumsnien nation, left at the Soviet discretion.

PPESENT SITUATION IN JUMANIA

In Pumenie, at the present time, through s constant use of
the country in URSS fevor end the rationing of sll alimentary
productes, the personsl storages sre completely snihilated, in
saverage person in Rumania does not possess more food then it is
neceasssry HY a day living, and even this is reduced to a maximum
0of 1000 calories.

The wmoral state of Rumeniens follows closely the material
one: errests, exeocutions, deporting, hard labor, messures of
police control and those of the Communist Party, created a state
of an undescribed terror. In order t get more informstiom on
population, the Communiest Government, either forced or psid
informers -end installed them on &£reets, blocks, houses and even
spartments. The military personnel is subject to the same
.control. The lack of eny interest on the part of the Western
countries inoreases the suffering of the Rumsnian populstion and
leads towerd despair.

Conscquently, the Rumanians believing the Western Powers
thet bte principles of the Atlatic Chart will be respected,
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1921 in one of his spesches:

are now in such g stete of misery and deprivation, that

they see that their sslvation could come only out of a war
between the URSS and the rest of the world, a wer which
would eliminpte the Soviet domination and rettn-n them their
freedome.
