England, Prance, and Belgium) to conduct a survey of the best methods of sctivating
AXQUOR /West, This plan had been discussed with him before, sand was merely presented
in a mere current form reflecting recent modifications which we had made in the
basic concept of the plan, The other plan (hereinafter called "Cadre") was com=
pletely new to Cambista 2, Besic , 1t was a proposal to set up a BMR Cadre
School along the lines of the AKROSOL project cadre school. Draft outlines of both
plans, as they were presented to Cambists 2, are attached as Attachments "A" and

2. ganmbista 2 Resgtion:
a. To the "West® plan;

Cambiste 2 has always supported the idea of the "West" plan; and he felt
that the present proposals represented a sound method of beginning the plan.
He stated as his opinion that activity under this plan would eventually fall
under two major headings. One would be a direct counter-effort sgainst
Conmunist agencies, and would involve penstration of communist organizations,
smassing data on communist plans and personalities, and analysing and at-
tempting to predict communist actions; this phase of activity would be carried
out by the formation and support of what would virtually be a "BNR Abwehr*.
The other phase of activity, carried on either by the same or by different
personnel as circumstances dictate, would be the produstion and dissemination
of anti=communist (and in part pro-8HR) propaganda., Such sctivity might
include the preparation and distribution of leaflets, brochures, and regular
publications; the calling and orgmising of mestings and demonstrations; the
collection and publication of damaging facts concerning the true state of
affairs inside the BSSR; the establishment of anti-communist reading rooms;
or other agtivities of the same nature. He stated further that he would
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attempt to locate three porsons who could undertake the initial survey phase of
the operation, and hoped to be able to have them arrive in Munioh within the
coming six weeks., He also stated that he felt Cegbista 5 was fully capable of
acting as handler of the three BNR rspresentatives. In this capacity, Cambista

S would both give them their initial briefing (after we had screened and accepted
them), and would then follow-up closely and constantly during the three month
period to insure that their work was producing the desired results.

b, To the "Cadre" plans

Cambista 2 was very enthusiastic over this plane-~ he declared it to be the
solution to the problems raised by our inabili*y to form a Ryelo-Russian military
ompany, He stated without reservation that the BNR could provide both sufficient
ingtructors (he named several, both civilian and military) and more than suf-
ficient pupils to make the school a success., He at first inclined toward having
the head of the school be a military man, but later agreed with the undersigned
that a oivilian would be more satisfactory, Cambista 2 felt that the best loca-
tion for such a school would be in Belgiun,

The very preliminary draft for the implementation of "Cadre" (which Cambista
2 prepared in 3 days after first hearing of the plan) is attached as Attachment "c®,

Potemt f the ]
a, '"West"

The *West" project is designed to accomplish two primary objectives., The
first is the strengthening of the ONK as an organisation, by enabling it to
extend the range of its activities. Ipasmuch as we are utilising the BMR for
operational purposes, any incrcase in its streng.s and effectiveness incresses
ite usefulness to us.

The second (and more longe-range) objective is to provide DXCLAIM with cone
tacts smong and entries into the Byelo-Russian emigration that are not dependent
on Camoista 2 or even on the BMR, At present, wo have no such independent assets,
In view of the fact that Cambiste 2 is providing the initial personnel to staff
the "West" plan, it is clear that we will not achieve this objective in the early
stages of the plan., However, as the organisation built up under plan "West" is
slowly used to develop 2 body of accurate information concerning the personali-
ties in and the status of every dyelo=iussian emigre group in the emigration,
the stage will be set for our further independent action, ss may appear desirable.
Certain it is that any attempt by us to broaden the base of cur dealings with the
Byelo~Russians, either within or without the EME, must bDe preceded by the acoumu-
lation of more accurate data on the politics and the people involved then is
presently availsable, It is hoped that the "West" plan may provide that data.

b, "Cadre"
Plan *Cadr” is frankly designed as a sop to the Bll for the military
company which we are unable to give them; however, it is also carefully designed

to enable the BNR to carry out, more offectively, programs in which we too have
an interest,
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Cambista 2 has long stated that his recruiting for immediate ageat work
is greatly hampered by the fact that he is unadble to demonstrate any positive
accomplishments made by the BNK in the active fight against communisme- and
particularly is he unsble to demonstrate any tangible results of the LNR's
collaboration with the U.S. Duplementation of plan "Cadre" would minimisze
these difficulties, since it would be clear that the SR was actually doing
something positive about the antieSoviet fight; and since U.3. aid, although
well concealed, would undoubtedly be gusssed at,

Another point made by Cambista 2 (with, it seems to the undersigned,
some considerable validity) is that it is extremely difficult to approach a
person who is 1iving well and comfortably, with 2 home, a job, and a girl,
and propose that he give it all wp for "patriotism", and come away to an
extremely unpleasant job, the chisf prospect of which is that he will not
live very long, On the other hand, Cambista 2 points out that persons who
have already coms out of their civilian life to the extent of attending a
cadre school or some similar organisation graduslly get farther and farther
avay from their civilian routine, and consequently become more and more
susceptible to recruiting.

Froperly organised and run, a BNE cadre school could be the solution to
our recruiting problems in Burope by sttracting to itself the most esger and
talented young Ryelo-Russians, letting us watch their progress over a given
pexiod bf time, and giving us a secure and convenient pool from which to re-
cruit. The experience with the similar school organized undsr project AEROSQL
has demonstrated that these objectives are fully capable of realisation,

¢, Qeneral

Both these plans represent a considerable change in the basic thinking
under which project ABQUOR has heretofore béen conducted. Both of them are
based on the concept that it is neither satisfactory nor sufficient to limit
our relationship with an emigre group merely to the establishment of a system
for spotting and procuring agents for immediate operational use. Nor is it
even sufficient to add a simple "quid pro quo" as “"payment" to the group for
providing sgents, as has been tried in project ABQUUR through our subsidy ef
the BNR newspaper "The Fatherland". Necessary as these setps are, they must
be supplemented by a concerted effort to strengthen the group itself in the
eyos of the entire emigration, and particularly in the eyes of its own emigra-
tion, This is necessary because of the basic weskness of all emigre organisa-
tions in their appeal to all but the most fanatic, which weakness, in turm,
arises from the fundamental dlsorganisation, cynicism, and apathy that =must,
almost by definition, haunt any emigratioun.

Even if our interest in the HNK were strictly limited to the procurement
of agent candidates, the above analysis would be valid, Our experiencesof the
past eight months have demonstrated that, under present circumstances, the BNk
(at least in Europs) is fast approaching bankruptcy in the commodity of bodies.

SEOREY
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There is, of course, no guarantee that a stronger and more influential BNK
would be able to provide more bodies; however, it appears to be a reasonable
hypothesis.

Bowever, our interest in the BNR is, of course, not limited to this one
narrow field of endeavor; of equal interest is the Bugra potential in the
political (QKACTIVE) and psychalogical warfare fields. In these two spheres
of activity, it appears umecessary to demonstrate why a stronger organization
can do more than a weaker, although it is manifestly clear that any strengthen-
ing must be accomplished in a controlled and directed manner in order to insure
that the organization uses its strength in directions indicated by U,S. and
DICLAIM policy.

Possible Effect on Penetration Operations:
a. "West"

Although not primarily designed as an aid to penetration operations, this
plan will have the following indirect effects on them:

(1) By establishing a network of MR representatives in key aress of
anigration concentration, it may be expected to provide organisational
and personnel data from localised areas that will enable recruitment
efforts to be more scientifically planned, and may provide lesds on in-
dividuals of possible operational interest.

(2) By giving us access to direct information from the centers of
emigration strength, and at the same time providing us with direct contact
to individuale in these centers, this plan will pave the way to the eventual
establishment of our own system of direct recruitment of individuals uncon-
nected (or only marginally connected) with the BAR,

(3) The strengthening of the ZNE and its consequent increase in
prestige arising from the expansion of sctivities contemplated in this plan
- may be expected to enable the HNR to locate more persons who are willing to
associate themselves with the Bili, and undertake hasardous missions on its
behalf,

b, "Cadre"; This plan will have a much more direct effect on operations;

(1) This plan may be expected to attract a number of candidates for the
training offered under its auspices, particularly since no question of
hagardous work, or collaboration with & foreign power will enter the picture,
Once the candidates have made their first break with their normal lives,
and entered the school, it may be expected that their sojourn thers will
offer greatly expanded opportunities for successful recruitment of those
who prove of interest,

(2) The plan will provide for a highly useful period of assessment of
the potentialities of a number of candidates, and will offer a secure area
of recruiixont if and when such appears desirable,

(3) The comments under para L a, (3) above are also applicable to
this plan,

Cambista 2 has been authorized to locate and send to Munich for assessment
3 candidates for the positions envisioned in Attachment "A*, He hss been
further authorised to instruct Cambista S to develop & plm for briefing and
controlling these 3 sgents prior to and during their establishment as BMR
representatives in England, France, and Belglum,

b. "Cadre"

Cambists 2 has been authorised to draw up & detailed report covering the
establishment of the school envisaged under this plan, including the namss of
instructor persomnel, the proposed sise of the school, its location, length and
contents of the course, finances, method of recruiting, and the provisions for
utilisation or disposal of graduates. (Cambista 2 has already produced a very
tentative and hasty draft plan covering some of these items; see Attachment "C".
It -honld)bo noted that the draft budget in this plan appears to be conaiderably
too high.

6. Regquest for Approval
a. "West"

It is requested that approval in principle be granted for the plan as
outlined in Attachment "A", and that specific approval be granted for the hiring
of 3 BNR representatives for a probationary pariod of three months during the
developmental perlod of the plan,

b. "Cadre®

It is requested tbat approval in principle be granted for the plan as

outlined in Attachment "B",

Three persons will be chosen to act as HMH representatives, one eash in
Bogland, France, and Selgiume They will be bired for three months, and given
the job of meking a camplete survey of the yelo-Russian emigration, The

pl purpose of their survey will be to determine the most profitable fields for
: future political amnd psychological anti-Communist astivities; the most profitable

methods for organising such activities; and the personnel available for earrying
S out such activities, An integral part of their survey will be the preparation
HE of a series of "personality resports" on persons of particular interest within
the emigration, either because of their leading positions, their anti-Commmnist &
potential, or their potential as future sources of danger.

Candidates for these three posts as BN representstives wili come to
Munich as soon &8s possible in orgder that we may preliminerily assess them,
However, once thsy have been accepted by us, their briefing before they begin,
and handling during the entire period of their survey, shall be in the hands
of a fourth persom, who will act as handler and cut-cut., (We suggested Cambista
S, 1f it was felt that he had sufficient intereat and initiative to handle the

assigmment,)

The BNK representatives wonld be paid by us, through the 3ih, at a salary
to be determined. Their expenses incidental to their work would also be paid
by us,

Based on the results of this survey period, we and the BNE would make

L decisions concerning the future operation of plan *West"; in general, however,
it was anticipated that the plan would develop along the lines previously oute

lined (See 987 CMOWU, pars. 6, b).

FROPOSAL FOu THE IMPLuMLNTATION OF PLAN "“CAURKY

The oMk should organise and establish a 88k Cadre School for the advanced
training of young members of the oNK, The basic purpose of the school should
be to increase the usefulness of the students to the AR in whicnever field
each individual student was most capable.

The school should consist of two sections: political and militery, The
purpose of the political section shall be to give the students a firm grounding
in the political concepts of the shk, its allies, and its enemies, with particue
lar emphasis on the methods and possibilities of present or future palitical
md paychological warfare against the doctrine of Soviet Comminism, The purpose
of the military section shall be to prepare the students to take their proper
place in the military or activist forces of the BMR at such time as they may be
called upon to do so., The school should be headed by a civilian,

The school should select candidates from throughout the Ryelo-Russian
enigration, and should maintain high standards of admission, It should be kept
small, and the entire course relatively short., A well-thought-out and workable
systen both for the selection of candidates, and for the utilisation or disposal
of graduates is imperative. The teachers must be of the highest calibre, in
order that the purpose of the school-~ to instill an e¢ven higher and more useful
petriotimm in the students-- shall not backiire by causing them to lose faith in
the leaders of the BNK,

The school should be located whersver seems best from the standpoint of both
availability of fecilities and security, It 1s not nocessary that the nlant be
anything beyond the simplestes a house for classes, with the students living in
lodgings nearby, would be ample, It is particularly important tnat the beginnings
of the school be simple, in order that it may be developed according to sxperience,
or even sbandoned i{f insummountable difficulties arise,

The school will be financed by the United States; however, in svery oiher
aspect 1t must be completely & product of the UMH, The United States can provide
absolutely no assistance, supervision, or other help beyond the financisl sssistance.
