Central Committee in 1944; trained as a major with a
Whits Ruthenian Division at Oraftrrobr, Germany; active
in White Ruthenian Veteran's League; excellent connections
with White huthenian emigre leaders as Nikolai Abramozyk,
of Paris, France.

COMMENT' Subject is intelligent, anti-kmmunist,
experienced anti-Soviet counter intelligence work,
but is egotistic, ambitious, and primarily interested
In furthering White Russian nationalism.
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
