Control of the principal-agent and sub-agents depends wholly
upon the willing cooperation of CAM1'ISTA/2 who is both eager to
attack the Soviets and anxious to engage the students in his
charge in positive °political" activity. It was CALTISTA/2 him-
self who proposed that his group might undertake "Surveillance
of inccming ships and attempt to make contact with the crews"
(Attachment, EC•A-6805). CAMTISTA/2 1 s willin7 cooperation, in
turn , depends in part at least on the amount and kind of two-
fessional guidance which he and his group receive frcm MIRE.
