TORY OF TRIESTE ON 4 SEPTEMBER 1951 FOLLOWING A CHARGE OF FALSIFICA-

AND WAS ASSIGNED AS A PRIVATE TO A GRENADIER COMPANY WITH WHICH HE
PARTICIPATED IN THE POLISH, DUTCH AND RUSSIAN CAMPAIGNS. HE WAS MADE
PRISONER, LIBERATED AFTER SEVERAL MONTHS AND RETURNED TO AUSTRIA. HE
THEN SETTLED IN GRAZ AND LEFT FOR ITALY AND TRIESTE DURING THE MIDDLE

COLLABORATION ISSUED 27 JUNE 1953 AS WELL AS A DECREE OF 22 AUG 1953
FROM THE OFFICE OF THE PROVINCIAL GOVERNMENT OF GRAZ WHICH PERMITTED
HIM TO CHANGE HIS NAME FROM RAJAKOWITSCH TO RAJA. HE WAS AWAITING
