2. Fronm info n available there are indications that RUDEL entered Argentina under
the name of ENA YER and signed a contract with lI.A.M.E. (Industrias Aeronauticas y
Mecanicas del Estkdo) where he received a large sslary but did no work.. Information
from Cordoba police files indicates that he later resumed his real name.

"|3¢ This Investigating Commission has supposedly published a series of letters received
from Geraan Nazl leaders urging RUDEL to return and take over the leadership of the
Nazi movement in Germany. The last letter, according to this information, voices
anxjety about RUDEL'S services after the 16 June revolution and states "your friends
hare see you already at the nead of the army fighting for Sr. PERCM or in command of -
the Argeutine Air Force." o

4e The most interesting informatioy)produced by this Investigating Commission is be-
lieved to be a letter by Sir OS.ALDSIOSLEY, former leader of the British Fascist Party,
addressed to ex-general PERQN on 2 samm-y 1955 ‘in which he writes: i

“Your Excellency, I have the honour to write to you in coursction with my
~friend Colonel H. U. RUDEL to beg you to again have the kindness of sending
him to Europe as soon as possibles

5. FProm a different source it was reported that’in approximetely March of 1953 Colonel
RUDEL attended a gathering ofi-:ﬁormsr Nazis in Stuttgart, Germany, where & number of
speeches were made by former Nezi officers who were anti-U.S. and generally follow the
comrunist doectrine. @y very good supporter of RUDEL, VON REICHENAL, a brother of the-
German Field dars! VON REICHENAL, was one of the principal speskers at this meeting.
This contact told repoFhing officer that VON REICHENAL had worked for the British during
the war in India but after the war had joined up with the commmnist movement. Contact
stated that after this speech in Stuttgert no further contact was made with VON REICH-
ENAL and his whereabouts at this time are unknown. Information available seems to in-
dicate that RUDBL is possibly leaving Argentina and going to Russia or to the Eastern
Zone of Germany in the near future. Contact stated that RUDEL had made numerous trips
to Germany end had been living in a very luxurious fashion during his stay in Argentina.
There are indications that RUDEL's activities here in Argentina could possib}y have been|

of Argentine Air Force personnel.
