SUBJECTt RV with Waal° RUDKO on 30 September 1958 (Contact Report flo).
1. In accordance with Headquarters request, found in DIR•42940, dated

27 September 1958, RDDKO was assigned (among the other items described below)
to visit Camp Valk& or take other routine measures to determine ths locations
of Volodymyr KOZAK and Myklasylo PROTSAILO and the status of their processing.

2. RUIKO also was told to check Valka files regarding the statue of
PantaleylossFURDIGA (whose aliases ares Stanislaw ZARZYCKI, Zbigniew ROSTOCK/,
FURDIG) and his current whereabouts. (This ESI was assigned in view of a
letter intercepted from Volodymyr KOZAK to BANDER* headquarters, in which
KOZAK provided the current address of ZARZY(ZI.)

3. In vier of Konstantin KAPUSTINSKIl s association with KOZAK and
PROTSAILO, RUBIO also wee sulked to check the files at Valk. regarding
KAMM:HOU and, if an opportunity presented itself, establish contact with
KAPUSTINSKU

4. Ran passed on loan the following MARC filess

A. Josef KWIATKOWSKI. According to letters in this file from
MATKOWSKI, his true name is Aleksander IADVISHCHENKO, DOB, lh August 1896,
village Isakiv, posit Kaiyenets Podilak. Full details on this individual, who
cams to the Veit legally at the end of July 1958, will be passed to BOB share
KWIATKOWSKI now lives. Basically his story appears to be similar to that of

tain USEP assistance for MARIUS. morns talked about his background, in-
eluding his serVice with the German Army during World War II, and regarding his
talents in music (pianist) and journalism.
