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1. At a meeting 'TUE	 at;ion 16 June, U/11 brought up V-14820 (iden-
tified EOLA-2923). and 'stated th an American, presamibly an intelligence
operative from SALZBURG, had visited V-11020 in early June, using as a cover
etory an alleged interest in Russian parachute agents whom V-14820 had inter-
rogated during the war, but obviously being interested in SANITZER. On 10
June, another American' approached V-11020,sho acting on VIPs orders, told
the American he was (a) a former inmate of STEINRCF (5) still. not de-Nasified,
and (c) a former police official whose one hope was reinstatement, and mho
therefore could not consider cooperation in intelligence matters. Infect,
V-1420 is a quae active member of the U/M group, and 01 knows full well
both that V-14820 was a deputy of SANITZER, and that SANITZER is reported by
dubious sources to be playing some Sow IS role. He requested that US opera- .
tives leave V-14820 alone, and volunteered therewith that two other members
of his VIENNA group, Subject of our NGLA-12349, and Subject of para. 1-a, BOLA-
2589 (about whom we recently queried VIEW with our EGIk-3937) would probably
be approached in the near future by AIS to determine their knowledge of SANITZER.

2. U/M further volunteered that he (too) is going around from ex-Amt IV
VIM man to the next, checking an SANITZER. I pointed out that he was not alone
in this endeavor, and requested a report az these efforts, soonest. I will press
to make production of this report actually occur in the near future.

• 3. U/M states that 17-14820 has no idea where RAN1TZER is, nor what he is
doing. (Incidentally, U/M says V-14920 feigned insanity to secure his release
from Austrian prison). V-14820 was approached by someone, whose name U/M could
or would not remember at the moment, whom U/M described as "an insane Communist",
but U/H does not regard this as a real recruitment approach on SAFITZI gli s part.
U/M, indeed, is among the scoffers of the SANITZER-case initiates. He believes
SANITZER to be in prison somewhere in the USSR, busily writing his memoirs.

.4. U/Y also as addressees know, has a penetration of the Nationale LIE.
U/M regards as imi;osbible a cooperation betweenk/SLAVIK and SANITZER, and pro-
Lessee, to se at least, to believe that SLAVIK"himply uses SANITZER's 'name to
enhance his own reputation among ex- (and not-so-ex- ) Nazi circles. WU stated,
however, that his man close to SLAVIK was also checking out the SANITZER affair.
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•. U/M further admitted that he was busy recruiting a group of retired
Gestapo types in VIENNA just now (the three mentioned above provide a pretty
.good start), so opportunities for crossing wires with U/M in US efforts to
track down the SANITZTER affair will increase with time.

• 6. It is requested, however, that the three gents mentioned in para. 1
above be approached, if such is desired, only through U/M, to which end we in-
vite queries from addressees. It will probably be more effective in the Ivog
run, in any case, since U/M can exploit his own ideological purity in dealing
with these lads.
