and in the rest are informed on Russian and Communist terror and
denounce it again a.na again and bon't :forget their misery. If
we would neglc:ct these stories they would think us • either not
well informed or not cbrin g to much about now terrible their like
is.

It is. rather difficult to re7ort instances of active'resistance.
If the resistance people . are still at large they might be endan-
gered'and if they are caught their example is not too encouraging.
