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the Balkans and in S8icily. He was stationed in Athens, Tripell
and Belgrade. He was captured by the British in Carinthia in
May 1545 and was in PW camps at Kellerberg and St. Martin, near
Yillach., He returned to Vienna in March 15hL6. '

Subject was employed by DBis Presse and he also published twe
nonih]y Gnthgc magasines: Wert wnd Wahrheit and Orbis &%ﬂ,
printodbym’hrhglomr,ﬂm!‘. Vo-editor )
magaxines was Otto Mauer. Subjeot is said to be a staunch
Catholic with centacts in the Vatican.

3. Other Headguarters files indicate the following:

In Jammary 1945 Subject was named a mesber of ths sub-commitiee
on press and radio of the Provisicnal Austrian National Committes.

In November 1947 Subjeet was proposed for cperational use in the
Granalite Project as Grancli . No further details are given
in the Granclite files, or eslaswherse, concerning Subjest and
hiam(uw)inthoprojoo}. .

In December 1949 Subject was rgtgnod to as a leading functionary
of the Cathelie Action.

In March 1950 Subject was recerded as a top-level scurce of
ORCSSBAEN (slse refarred to as WEAOR) through CG/2 who supplied
infermation on pelitieal affairs and the Cathelie Action. At
the time CC/2 was terminated in Janmuary 1953, he stated that
Subjeot may have surmised CC/2's CDYOKE intelligenee cemnectien.

In July 1950 Subject was depicted as having influenced Prits
Molden in the watering down of an editorial in Die Presse against
attempts cn the part of the Austrian Pgpal Nunele toward
unifiecation and centralization ef the Austrian Catholic Action.

Sabject is noted to be intimately acquainted with Dr. Otto Mauer,
general secretary of the Catholis Action in Austria, and to be
in contact with "Zink and Pellgar® (ais).

On 28 September 1955 Subject was a mexber of a seven-man
delegation of Austrian journalists which left for Mosoow at the
invitation of the Soviet Seciety for Cultural Relations.

L. In additien to the sbove traces, it was subsequently reported
(BAW 6908 of 23 December 1955) that Sclmlmeister as a GROSSBANN sub-
source was witting of the faoct that his informmtion en high-level Oe¥P
and Catholic Action affairs was used for intelligence purpeses. It was
noted that ne PRQ data was collscted by GROSEBAME on Subjest mince the
former “tended to record peripheral contacts as scurcves”.
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
