1.	 In the course of routine contacts with Dr. Otto Schulmeister, Chief
Editor of Die Presse, he mentioned his dissatisfaction with the lack of
contacts between his newspaper and the senior officials of the Embassy. 	 He
emphasized that he was not interested in hand-outs or cocktail	 party invi-
tations, but that he wanted an opportunity to have informal discussions
between himself and his senior assistants on one hand, and responsible
Embassy officials on the other.	 He felt that first-hand awareness on the
part of his senior editors of American attitudes and points of view would
help his people to better understand the issues and it would also result
in a better image of the U. S. on the pages of the paper.

2.	 I discussed the above with Charge Mr. Dwight J. Porter who was
enthusiastically in favor of the idea and told me to go ahead with arrange-
ments for a Herrenabend, to be attended by several senior Embassy officers.

3.	 The event took place at my house on 20 November and lasted from
2100 to 0200 hours -- an experience we do not propose to repeat frequently.
