1. CAHEIM does not know what was disoussed at the
10 December 1959 meeting between the Chinese Ambassador in
East Berlin and Bermann SCHVANN and Emil HOFFMANN. We do know,
however, from letters SCHTANN and HOFFMANN have written to the
Doutache-China Gesellschaft (DCG) that they were interested in
having the DCG sponsor & reception for Communist China at the
Leipsig Spring Fair, Their proposal was turned down by the
DCG Vorstand on grounds of expense and lack of time for
preparation. The real reason appears to have been a fear that
the DCG would be attacked in WVest Germany for appearing in a :
leading role at the Leipzig Fair., (The DCG did send represen- i
tatives to the Fair but did not give a reception.) .

2. 1In a letter to the DCG Vorstand, dated 6 February i
1960, HOFFMANK stated that at a dinner given by the Chinese
Ambassador (dste unspecified) for him and SCHWAYN, the Chinese
Ambassador in Bast Berlin, TTAIIG Kuo-Chuang, stated that Peking
had made the East Berlin Fmbassy responsible for contacts with
the DCG and that furthermore it seemed 0dd that any reserva-
tions of a politioal nature should be raieed in view of the
faot that Wolfe SCHENKE had given interviews to the East German
raedio, "Deutschlandsender." (SCHENKE aid in fact give one or
two interviews, which wers broadcast over the Deutschlandaender
about December 1959; CAHELY was not aware of the content of
the broadcasts,)
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3. In a letter to the DCC Vorstand dated 24 February
1960, SCHVANN offered his resignation as Deputy Chairman of
the DCG. Among the reasons given was the failure of the DCC
Yorstand to accept SCHWANN's proposal for a reception at the
Leipzig Fairs SCHWARN referred to his having discussed the’
proposal with the Chinese Ambassador before submitting it to the
DCG.
