1. SHORIKI Matsutaro is unusual among Japanese public men in that he is independent
of other leaders. When !MAXI bought the laijiLLUkgbigu after leaving the
Metropolitan Police 0 he peportedly borrowed the money from paper magnate
FUJIWARA Gijiro, but inasmuch as smar built the circulation of his newspuper
up from a circulation of 240.000 to 3.000,000, he presumably has been able to
repay that obligation.

2. SI:OrlIKI has a number of able men working for him, but he has no one assistant
who could take over Af5.00RIKI were to die; this is probably the greatest
weakness of his organization. Two of his most able assistants are:

a. YAMAGPA Masuichl, a graduate in electrica14ngineering of Waseda
