That he
and POJACKPOT/1 continue to regard KUBARK as a useful connection is evidenced by
their recent proposals regarding local involvements with Egyot. From our point
of view thev continue to be-useful sources of bits of political gossip, and
) especially a fairly accurate predictor of major political develop-
ments. These items are reported as they are picked up into normal intelligence
channels where they are promptly made available to you.

2. POJACKPOT/1 continues to be one of the most influential men in Japan.
It should never be lost sight of, however, that his basic motive is the aggran-
