in readership to follow developments on the EDEN C, we will ask for EDEN E support for
the U.S. - Japanese alliance. On the other hand, while we do not feel that we can (or
need to) drive a 921d 2E2 gm bargain with EDEN D and his organization on specifics,
we fully intend to use the overall program to make our points: e.g., anti-American
articles for IDEN E; and the attack on Pasternak (and its elimination); and similar
specific points.

4. Our preliminary thinking on the budget is also quite tentative and in some ways
speculative. The principle as we imagine it is that the Japanese are responsible for
the IDEN C (with U.S. technical cooperation only), and the U.S. supplies the vehicle,
as in the pattern of EDEN A. We have heard that the latter may be available from
"surplus." We do not know if the finances on the Japanese side will come from the
Government, industry, private collection, or a combination of all three; but we feel
that there is little meaning in anything but a pure Japanese effort. We will lost
phychological impact and perhaps run the risk of wounding Japanese pride if we supply
parts or funds to have parts fabricated.

5. We request Hesiquarters , comments after consideration of this plan. If Head-
quarters is receptive :Lid wishes to go ahead with further exploration, we suggest that
we be given permission to approach the Embassy locally in order to begin concrete
planning.
