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1. RobertiR (alias 44,6 ), young Ruaanian Jew, (-
(born in 1925) presented himself one day to Col. 
the British Mission in Bucharest and offered his e vices as
an intelligence agent for the British in Jewish matters.
The British officer then sent him in idarch 1946 to Budapest
where the British Mission then directed him to Capt.  Ft:1E1,U
of the FSS at Judenburg, Graz, -ustria (Eritish-26ne).

2. Capt. PURLEY used dILL -.uR for a while to inform him
on Jewish immigration and the organizers of the jcwish
immigration in the DP camps of 14uhrdorf and Cobenz (British
Lone) -ustria. before that time fiLaLLR druiv a report for
the above-nawed British Captain on the or E,anizars of Jewish
immigration in budapest, (COIAio?OR's boys).

3. Capt. FOhbLY sent nLLLbR on .day 2, 146, to 6alzburg
and told him to report to Lt. kOSLAFELD, i1itiy Croverament,
Landesgericht, second floor, Roam 65. There HLLLLR was to
say to ROzZNFLL1) that FORLLY sent him and would Lt.
ROSLNFELD give him all information. on Jewish iLligr:,tion
through the merican Lone amid on the persons and the
organizations which were lcadiag this immigration.

4. hELLLR reported to Lt. hOSLAFILD's office on
4 May 1946 but was told to come back two days afterwards. He,
in the meantime, went to Linz where he began aosiag around
the Jewish DP camps. He as recognized by COLIDUCTURts
boys in Camp Binderaichl. .-Irestcd by them, beaten up
and interrogated.

5. HILLER, during interrogation by COADUCTOR's
disclosed that he was to pass on to a certain Ca p t. CO -
(phonetic) who is living at No. 18 of the Ringstras-g-e
Siagerstrasse), Vienna I, and who apparently is a british
counter intelligence officer, all information he could collect
in the Rothschild Hospital on Jewish emigration movements and
the organization behind it.

6. HELLER is at present held by CO.TDUOTuR's boys in
Linz, who extracted thc information contained in this report
from hiu and passed it to this office.

7. There is no possibility of interrogating HELLLR
further "as he will be taken care of".
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
