The FSS5 at the Anglo-kussian torder then arrests the
convaye A "Hungarian” convoy sometimes a.s» gets arrested
wher th2 convey, wanting to choose a differant riadi from some
ethers, who are crossing at the same time somawhere else,
nrosses immediately froin Hungarian territory inte the
British-crccupied zone.

2. A convoy traveling two days ago from Szentgotthardt
(Qurgary) right into the British zone, was stopped by the
British and the entire party, numbering about 80 persons,
was arrested. The leaders were arrested. The Jews came from
Kumania. One Jewish refugee apnharently well versed in
matters of cladestine emigration from kumania "spilled the
beans" %o the British FSS. The information gathered from the
interrogation of above naned refugee and from other ia the
party was passed by the British to the JuLVD officer at the
Russo-tungarian frontier for future collaboration in stopuing
these convoys. (Information passed by Jewish WaVD men to
CONDUCTOR's boys at the froatier).

3. The FSS has taken official action tc 2ooperate com-
rletely with the UuVD border troops to stop tie immigration on
tihe road from Szentgotthardt into Burgenland, either to Fehring
or to Furstenfeld. An officer and some men from the nearsst
RI.LU of the WnVD came down to arrest the Bricha men stationed
at Furstenfeld. Tne latter warned by the dWhVD-captain
stationed there, fled and are aow safely in COJLUCTOk's
camp in the Frankgasse.
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
