Get 2,000 Calories
The Austrian ration fed to

the Jews is 2,000 calories supple.
mented by other assistance, Aug-
trians are getting only 1,200 calo-
ries a day. But, the fleeing Jew
Is protected against the 'fluctua-
tions of food which have forced
the Austrian — and German —
daily ration, to well below mini•
mum heal-levels. -

Clark est Mated that upwards
of 100,000 Jews in Poland are
likely to come through Austria
seeking Palestine, There were
634 of them in the largest group.

"These people . want to be on
the ground when the 100,000 are
selected to gO to Palestine,"
Clark explained. "There is an
organization behind this move-

merit—no doubt of that. We try
to keep in touch with the organ-
ization and we get information
(on arrivals) which frequently
iS very ,accurate.

Time For Action

Those Most closely associated
with the situation believe the time
to do something and to avoid,
trouble Is now.

The Jew who comes for shelter
to the American zone is, techr.1-
cally, a persecuted'person. He is
a person Who _has been persecuted
by the Nazis. Actually any Je'w
may come. Many are coming
from Poland who never saw a
Nazi. They arc the Jews who fell
back before the Germans in June,
1941, and spent the war inside the
Russian lines. But they are As
eager as the others to escape. So
We interpret our own rules loosely.
Everyone knows these Jews were
not persecuted by Germans—but
they are 'welcomed and sheltered
in the American zone just the
same.
