"PIER lived with his parents in Vienna until 1938. In 1927 he entered
¢lemantary school, and in 1931 he entered the Jewish Realgymnasiun, Vienna XX, which
‘\\he left in 1938 after the Anschluss, oRe year before his graduation.

#In the course of an interview he gtated that he left Angtria in 1938 in
rder to immigrate to Palestine. BEe accepted a job as seoretary to an agricultural
sttlement in Hadera, Palestine, which position he retained until sugust 19Uk,

“He then was asked by the Jewish Agency in Haifa, Palestine;, to act as
“GoTeEivsator of refugees coming from Buropean countries. He remained in this Job
until the cessation of hostilities.

“In September 1945 PIER was appointed as cortespondent for various
Pelestine new-papers and news agencies, including PAL-COR in London, Hngland, and
HATZOFEH in Te! Aviv, Palestine.
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"In November 1945 he returned to Vienna via Italy and was an acoredited
news~correspondent of the British Public Relation Ofﬂco in Viemna, which position
he holds at present.

"In October 1946, PIER sutmitted an application to de acoredited as cSorres-
pondent for thé Overseas News Agency in Austria.

"An interview with Mr. Josef SILBER, Chief of the American Joiat
Distribution Committee, who has known PIER gince January 1946, sudstantiated PIER (g
statements. It mppears that PIER ie¢ an active Polestine Zioaidt, asd intends to
make hig permanent residence there. Mr, SILBER as well as Mo, BANIELS of the
imerican Joint Distribution Committee, stated definitely that he has no Communi st
leanings.

Mr. David MANN of USACA Public Safety, wvhen questionef about PIER's
ba.ckground, stated that he has known him for aprroximately five mwmths. Hs reconnended

‘him as an intelligent and capabdle person,

"PIER can best be desoribed as a Palestine Zlonist, who is interested
in the restitution of Palestine to his people. Although technically s¢ill an Austrian,
he identifies himself as a Jewish nationalist and expects to become & ¢itisen of
Palestine shortly.
