1. We have checked our files and attempted,
to ans1yts the entire problem following the receipt of your
cable No. 1872 and are writing you briefly in accordance
with your request it reference memorandum. •

unless proven to the contrary. With referenoe to Tilestopers
possible connection with him we are up against the same
problem that confronts you.
