Tne next development on tnls operation, from tie side of
tile Tieburs, came on 2 May 1948, when Sackett was informed by
C J that the expedition nad becn successfwlly comileted;
the persons neving been safely put asnore snd toe boat returned
from the mission. The Tollowing day this sane ianformation was
coniirmed v D, wio unknown to _J further adviced
that radio comtuact wyith tie group could be nticipated in about
one moati's time. 3 tad nod previcusl. uveen involved
to our knowledge und e syoke to C J in coniidence.

2.. On the gfternoon of 5 Hay we received, througn
our cutout channel, the following report from Tilestone,
wiiieh you will note is contrary to the information fLrniuled
by tne Tiebars.

Tilestone's report is as follows:

"The expedition which nad been planned by the Tieb:rs
in cooperation with the Baltic groups in Stockinolm, was to
consist of 10 members, 6 to be landed on the Baultic mainland
and -4 members of the crew. Aimong the group to be landed was
to be 3 Estonians, 2 Lithuinians, and 1 L.tvian. In addition
to other necessary paraphernalia, 5 %/T cets were to be landed
witii the grOup,‘eac” member htaving been previously instructed
by the Swedes and given proper cipner pads, schedules, etc,
(Actual ‘transmission to begin at a later date--all times,
freque§01es, cipners, etc. known to Tilestone and to be received
by us. .

"On 28 April the departing group met at Tilestone's
office, in downtown Stockholm, and were there met by(
and a Captain indersson, who accompanied them to Loftuawmma
small seacoast town approximately 20C kln south of ¢ Tocklolm.
Travel from Stockhol: was made by 3 autiomobiles furnished by
tihe Tiebars ' '

"At 27:30 hours on 29 Axril the expedition, inecluding
10 men and equipment, departed irom Loftahemnar for its destin-
ation on tie northern Pstonian coast. The. landing was to be
nade at 2 point approximately 50 kim éast of Tzllinn, where the
Iistonians have friends living along the coast, Tie londing
was scheduled to take place o/a 23=-2400 nours on 1 Hay. All
members of the landing group carried documents which were
believed sufficient to pass any routine check. It was planned
tinat the Latvian and the Lithuanians would use regular train
service in traveling to thelr respective arecas.

"On 4 May Tilestone was advised by Captain Vgldin,
Bstonian representative, that the landing had folled and the
details of the trip were given as follows: After leaving
Loftananmrar the grouo proceeﬂeu to 2 small unintabited island
approxiuwately 200 sea wmiles to the nort?ﬂ" aining trere
until tre esrly morning of 1 May ani at regan
proceeding Low<r“ the Guif of Finlund. Ey evening the sea had
become very stormy, result 1nb in the loss of 2 ruLLer voats and
the reduction in the boat's speed to such an extent that it
became 1 posa1b1e to proceed into the Gulf of Pinland,., - As mn
alternate lestination 1t was deciced to atterpt o landing
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approximately 50 klm to the gouth of Paldiski. (Searchlight
installations were visible at Vormsi, Nackoe and Spithami

At 0010 hours on 2 May they moved into the small bhay of
Reinuy approximately 50 meters from the shore they suddenly
encountered a small Russlan patrol boat. The Russians
immediately shot 3 alarim flares which in turn alerted the
searchlight stations along both shorelines., The group
immediately proceeded full speed toward the open sea and

are unabdble to say now long they were foLlowed due to the dark
and stormy night,

At 0700 hours on 2 May the boat, with all personnel
and crew and equipment, returned to Loftalammar "

3 In the same report Tilestone advised that the
group was standing by for ancther trip -- this time to attenmpt
a landing on the Latvian coast to the south.of Libau. (Exact
point unknown to Tilestone at the time of ais report.)

For the purpose of a slsting in tre outfitting of this
gsecond trip Tilestone asked that we provide aim with 1500
kroner. (It a.peared the Tiebars nad charped the group with
providing 1000 liters of casoline, plus personal needs suen
as fooc¢, cigarettes and miscellaneous necessities.) Tilestone
clai.s the possession of fuch funds could be justified by
claiming them to be privute donations or funds formerly belong—
ing to tue Lithuanian*ﬁuerican Gro;p in the U.8,

The 1%00 Swedisi: kroner requested were furnished for
the operation and delivered to Tilestone via(_ . 4
tentative departure date for the new venture vw:s set at 9 May,
but no definite inforiation has yet been received from
Tilestone.

4. At such time as the finzl plans are established
all personalla on the members of the group, together with
complete cipners, transmission schedules, frequencies to be
used, etc. knoewn to Tilestone will be pasced to us.

_ . We are at a complete loss to wnderstand the motive
of C . in lying as to the success of the mission.
(We are convinced tunt Tilcstone iw telling the truth.) There
i no 1os,lbL11tJ of two g eparate ventures being invelved as
Tilestone bhas besn repcorting in a2 fashion similar to Tiebar 11
snd the similarity of detail nas elivinsted coincidence. We
are now in the peculiar position of following tnis sroject frouw
taree different sources, two of which are apparently being
°ouetn1ub lesg than completely candid.
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It will be significant to see how the Tiebars explain
future development with reference to the impending radio traffic.
e will follow the situation closely and endeavor -to properly
assess the presently inexplicable motives of the Tieburs.

You will be kept cwrently informed of xli developments.
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
