SUBJECT: Soviet Partisans in France (WW U) Coirnensi

1. Gaston LAROCHE, described as French GP representative
to the Soviet partisan* in Eastern France, might be identical with
Saul MATLINE, born 31 May 1908, Aleaandrovsk, Russia. aka
Gaston LAROCHE, who had been active with the FTP (Communist
dominated French guerrillas) and later was Secretary General of
the U. E. V. R. E. , Union Generale ides Engages Volontaires at 
Resistsuats Etrangers (General Union of Volunteers and Foreign
Resistants).

Z. Gen. DRAGUIC USSR representative in France, undoubtedly
is identical with Soviet Gen. DRAGOUN. reported as representative
of the Soviet forces in Paris and as Chief. Soviet Military Mission
in Paris, c. 1944-1945. Reportedly he was en important NKVD
personality and was in contact with Nicolas KAGAN, French banker/
financier of Russian birth, reportedly re distribution of secret
funds. Reportedly c. January 1945 a sale of contemporary art
pictures, for the benefit of Soviet prisoners of war* and deportees,
was held in France under the sponsorship of French Gen. Koenig
and Soviet Gen. DRAGOUN. in which KAGAN was also involved
(possibly as a sponsor?). At the time his photograph appeared in
Paris newspapers with Gen. DRAGOUN and Pablo PICASSO.
