career on the peg of complete Japaness independsnoc from influence of any major world
power, His pronocuncesents oalling for the early w’ihdrawel of all foreign troops
and the diversion of funds expendsd f'or their support to tho Japanese armed forves
have a particular appeal for the other politicel eloments in Japsn who are glamoring
for this actian. TSUJI has been consistent in taking up the ¢ xigek on bebalf of
various loeal communities around the country who are oppoaing the installation

of military bases in their area,
