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Whether the third group of ex-officers will ever get to Communist China is doubtful.
This delegation, unlike the two delegations formed by NDO, was brought together by

' former Col TSUJI Masanobu. AS a staff officer under General YAMASHITA Tomorulli, the
cononeror of Malaya and. Singapore, TSUJI earned a reputation as a brilliant strate-.
gist. In contrast to leftist ZOO, Col TSUJI ia a Liberal -Democrat, a member of the
Diet, and president of the Self-Defense League, an organisation of rightwing neutral-
ists. TSUJI has made :dares trips to Communist China: twice east member ofJapanese
Diet delegations and once on his way back from a tour of Southeast Asia and the Middle
East as personal representative of ISHIMSFII Inman,- then Prime MiniSter. During this
last visit to Peiping, TSUJI interviewed MAO Tse-tung and apparently sold MAO the
idea of a TSUJI-selected ex-officer tour. The members of this delegation, scheduled to
be headed by former Lt Gen ISOGAYA Kensuke, were selected with the assistance of
former Col RATTOIa Takushiro, who once worked for the G2 Section of General Mac-Arthuste

-GHQ.

Since his return from China, Chinese Communist critics have berated TSUJI for an article
he wrote for the Japan Weekly, an anti-Communist periodical. TSUJI accused the Chinese
CommUnistal-ef':gividgtfininotal3sid.: . 16 -thlo.Japak Co$Munist Party and the Japan Social-
ist Party. TSUJI has also been criticised by ENDO, who has supposedly asserted that
MAO will accept only EEMO-selected ox-officer delegations to Communist China.

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predominant role in world politics. Since, however, TSUJI harbors no illusions as
to the difficulty of severing the present GHICOM-Soviet relationship, he feels that
Japan should immediately join with India and the other Afro-Asian powers to begin the
construction of the "green be/t o (neutral zone) between East and Meet, all the while
striving to drive the desire& wedge between Communist China and the USSR. TSUjI, ac-
cording to MOTE, discussed this and. related, topics with MAO Tee-Tung during his fa-
mous visit to Baking, although OMOTE said nothing about Was outcome of these talks.
TSUJI has also met and discussed his ideas with NASSER of Egypt and TITO of Magog/n.1/4
According to =Tag TSUJI, though himself neither a Marxist nor a Communist, hae a
high opinion of TITO, and would include Yugoslavia in his 'green belt.' As a first
step in the Creation of the "green belt,' TSUJI would establistdiplonatic relations
with Peking and would abroga pe tne Administrative Agreement now in effect oetween
Japan and the U.S., tnus causing thewithdramal of all U.S. forces from Japan. Once the
"green belt s idea really got going, TSUJI feels, it would only oe a matter of time be-
fore China would join because of her natussl affinity for other Asians and traditional
dislike of the white man, including the Russians. C	 _=1 attempted to draw OMOTE
out on TSUJI l s contacts, but without much success, althougn vain did mention several
Kiet members, including one UTSMDMITA (Thu), who are in TSUJI l s camp. (Names to be
furnished later.) °MOTE avoided mention of TSUjI l s alleged Chinese contacts, nor at
any time did he mention KITOKUNI Shigetoshi. At the conclusion of their dinner, MOTE
suggested to	 ,23 that they meet on a regular basis mane a month "for old ttmes
sake," and also orrered to introduce 0_	 73 to TSUJI.
