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I. Background of Oases

1. Ferenc VAZTA, the author of the publication, "Save Hungary", was
born in 191/4 in Lova. He is a Hungarian citizen, former journa-
list, and ex-Hungarian Conaul General in Vienna, prior to the
Russian occupation.

2. VAJTA escaped to the French Zone of occupation in Austria, where
his work was utilized mainly by the B.Doc, Central European sec-
tion, in Izulabruck, under General BETHCUARD and a Captain MILLER.

3 VAJTA is described by Source as one of the most important expon-
ents of	 an anti •	 He is in contact
With former Hungarian Premier KAUAI', now residing in Capri, and
he has been violently attacked by Hungarian Communist newspapers
as a war criminal. However, the French refused to extradite
aince he uas not on the official war criminal list. VAJTA is
Hungarian representative in the Intermariumrsovement.

4. In January 1947, be left the pm, for political and family reasons.
Later, he came to Italy to form the Hungarian National Council,
in which numerous prominent Hungarian personalities participated,
including Miklos RAMAT, ex-Premier. One of the first acts of
the Council was to publish the pamphlet, "Save Hungary". The pub-
lication angered the Hungarian Communists, who appealed to the
Italian Deputy Foreign Secretary, REALE, through the Polish Ambas-
sador in Rome, KOT. On REALE/3 telephone request, VAOTAwss ar-
rested by the Rome Questura on 11 April, incarcerated; he was re-
leased on 26 April, through the political intervention of the Chief
of Police. On a trip to Rome in June 1946, VAJTA contacted Prodar.
DE GASPER/ and Italian Police Chief FERRARI, and many deputies of
the Right and center parties.) VAJTA was advised by the Chief of
P^lice to get out of the country to avoid re-arrest.

5. On 27 April 1947, Source contacted VAJTA through MARCO, just
prior to VAJTA/s departure from Rome, to take refuge ins Florence
monastery, where he is staying at the present time. As will be
seen, VAJTA is cognizant of many important phases of the French
intelligence service activities in Austria. VAjTA appeared to
be angry with the FIS, because they did not keep the promises
made to him. Also, he was irritated because the British were not
able to deferA him, although he worked in the same sphere of opera-
tions with them. VAJTA offered to put himself at the disposition
of the Italians, if they would guarantee his personal safety.
Such assurances, however, could not be given by Source. The fol-
lowing iteas of information were obtained by Source from VAJTA.
It should be kept in mind that the details given below were se-
cured by source during the automobile ride transferring'	 VAJTA from
prison to another car waiting at another point to take him out of
Rome.
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IT, FiToncIal r.canssitthellsrarian ilational Council:

6, The Hungarian Government, during the HORTHY Regime, deposited
various funds in Switzerland for various unforeseen needs. The
Hungarian national Council succeeded in obtaining the funds re-
maining, which had been put at its disposal. Originally, the
funds amounted to 5,800,000 Swiss francs. The organization of
H. ,;,a4arians abroad, draws on this fund for the means of carrying
out anti-Bolshevik propaganda.

III. .L11,Lt_Loll Behalf of the French:

7. The collapse of Germany found VAJTA in Vienna as Hungarian Consul
General. Before the arrival of the Russian troops, he fled from
the capital to the French Zone of occupation.

8, The B.Doc - Central Zuropean Section - approached him, and util-
ized his vast knowledge for a project involving information con-
cerning the Hungarian-Balkan sector. Cathie project, he worked
In close cooperation with Captain MULLER and General HETHOUARD,
and he had particularly cordial relations with MILER.

9. Early in 1946, at about the time DE GAULLE left the government,
VAJTA received an offer from the French, through a certain
DEPIGNIER. The offer constituted a position in the event an
anti,Comannist government could be established in Hungary, to
facilitate industrial, exploitation of the Hungarian bauxite de-
posits, which are the most important in Europe. During the course
of these negotiations, VAJTA, accompanied by DEPIGNIER, left for
Faris and was received by EUDAULT refused VAJTA any written con-
tract, even in the form of a personal letter.

10. According to VAJTA, he yes unable to tork with his co-nationals
in the Hungarian cause abroad, because he had no official foreign
baokieg math would aid him in his activities. Thus, he was
forced to curtail to some extent his activities on behalf of his
country, except for those aim !!.n common with the program of the
Intennariamnovemant.

U. For reasons not entirely clear at this point, VAJTA l s relation-
ship with the French maned (perhaps due to the change in the Paris
Government), and eventually reached a point there he became
"persona non grata" with the French Intelligence Service. MeGIER
want so far as to attempt to create trouble between VAJTA and his
wife. (She is VAJTA/s second wife, and her family interest and
investment° are with important Hungarian trust companies.)
MULLER told her that VAJTA had shown him, on several occasions,
photographs there he was in the coppery of other women; which
naturally made her jealous. In fact, VAJTA l s wife was not per-
mitted to leave Innsbruck and join her husband. For these reasons
(which Source till clarify at the opportune time), VAJTA is hostile
to the FIS.

IV, The CkLLE Case:

12, From VAJTA, Source requested information on the CALLE affair, and
he was assured the following episode is authentic: The Soviets
utlAzed agents generally rearaited from among former Communist
partisans and ox-Pc'!' a. CALLE definitely was a Russian agent work-
ing in the French intelligence service. This was realized by the
French in June 1946, and CALLE was incarcerated. The French
tortured him to determine to what extent he had penetrated their
serAce and to learn about the Russian organizations. In this
manner a great deal of information was obtained from him. Later,
CALLE was assigned to a labor battalion, which was guarded by
soldiers, who were °eared to shoot him if he attempted to escape.

V. Contacts with Italian Personalities:

VAJTA has close contact With Faust() PECORARI, DeemeChristian
deputy, who paved the way for him to meet Premier DE CASPER'.
VAJTA, as well as his wife, comes from an industrialist family.
DE OASPERI gave him certain encouragement in his attempts to
transfer to /tape Hungarian industrial assets, which had been
transported to the French Zone, Austria. However, VAJTA was tin-
able to accomplish this transfer, because of the indecision of
the Italian government and the antagonism of the French, who op-
posed the deal.

VI. Contact with the 13r* ishIrenceServices

14. The British Intelligence Service approached VAJTA, through a
British colonel, NB, who suggested VAJTA settle in Cairo, where
he could work to advantage for the benefit of his country.
Source noteas It is to be noted that King ZOO of Albania lives
in Cairo, and also established in that city is an important
representation of King PETER of Jugoslavia. It can be assumed
that the British intended to utilize the services of VAJTA in
their own Balkan program. VAJTA stated he does not intend to
live in Cairo, because he has no confidence in the British.

V1I, Comment:

15. VAJTA assorts that he left the FIS in January 1947, and that he
has been working independently ever since. However, from other
sources -KIISENNT, JK29, AE754, our station Portugal - it is
known that VAJTA was in Paris and 'fledrid in February and !larch
1947; and that shortly before his arrest (Italian) he had shown
3onsignor Ferenc NI1SZTO1 a cable he had received from the B.Doc
informing him of the arrival in Rome of Soviet agent, SUMAS.
In view of these facts, it is safe to assume that VAJTA is still
in the ?moth service. (This would suggest that the CAULE-TROIKA
affair, which up-to-date all information has been of French origin,
must continue to be taken with a grain of salt.)

16. VAJTA admitted to AE754 that the Hungarian National Council con-
sists of only one man - Ferenc VAJTA, himself.

17. AE754, though ho realizes that VAJTA is an unscrupulous character,
sympathizes with his political aims. He stated that Kristof YALU!
informed him that his father, the ex-Premier, had shunned meeting
VAJTA. VAJTA has previously informed the ex-Premier of his inten-
tion to visit him at Capri; but when VAJTA arrived at the Island
he found the KAUAI house closed.

18. The fact that VAJTA was released on DE OASPERI t s personal inter-
vention is an indication that he night already be working for the
Italians; and judging from his own statements, also for the
British.

19. 'WU carefully avoids mentioning the fact that he is a fugitive
from an American internment camp for war criminals.

20. In Part B of this report, reference is made to the "ULLA" Fund",
the existence of which has been reported by this station on a
number of occasions. This fund is handled collectively by Baron
Laezio BARACHeRESSENTEI, former Minister to Bern, now in the U.S.A.;
Baron Antel RADVANSKI, former secretary of the Rengarian National
rank, presently in Switzerland; and Earon Gabor APOH, former
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Hungarian Minister to the Vatican, ex-Premier Miklos KALIAT,
both in Italy. None of these men have been in contact with
VAJTA. In fact, APOR is bitterly opposed to VAJTA l e re-

appearance on the Hungarian political scene. From this, it
could be assumed that the National Hungarian Council exists
o ..11,7 on paper as a "cover"' for VAJTA's activities subsidized
by, and on behalf, of the French Intelligence Service.
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
