2. In this letter, dated 9 SepteMber 1945, the writers state that
kajor Ueneral VASVARY41 who is at Weissenste_jin 12 km. vest of Villach in
Austria, had asked them to get in touch vitbrBaron kijit and ask him to
contact him (VASVARX). According to the writers, VASVARY has worked out a
plan whereby the Hungarians in Austria (moat of them supporters of the
SZALASI regime) could be used politically by the British in the future.
The proposition, they state, is "orfari-reacbing importance to the future
of Hungary" and has already reachee British political circles in London.
(No mention is made of how this was accomplished). VASVANT calls upon
AIVR for aid in furthering his project.
