At this time Berlin was surrounded and the division was at
MATZO (NCA) when the war ended on 8 May 1945. The division received capit-
ulation orders here and attempted to reach a US Army Unit in order to surrender
to US Perces. The attempt was unsuccessful and the division was surrendered
to the Russian Army. The members of the division, including Subject, were
placed in PM Camp BREITENBACH (NCA) by the Russians.

10. RIASCM FOR INVESTIGATION:

Subject was enployed in the Uranium nines in the Soviet Zone of Germany from
September 1945 to 20 November 1949, when he fled to the West Zone of Germany. •
On 14 March 1950 he came to 66th Counter Intelligence Corps Detachment, MUNICH,
and volunteered to give information. On 16 March he was taken to 7707 European
Command Intelligence Center, Oberursel, for interrogation Rs: Uranium mines in
the Soviet Zone of Germany.

11. RESULTS OF INVESTIGATION:

In interview, Subject disclosed that he was taken prisoner at the end of the
war by the Russian Army, and placed in Prisoner of War Camp Sreitenbach. Prom
this camp he was forced to go to work in a uranium mine at JOHANNGEORGRISTADT
as an ordinary miner. Re worked in this mine from 11 September 1145 until 11
April 1949, at which time he was transferred to the mine "MEET 1,25 at
Auerbaoh/Tagtl. At this mine he held the position of shaft leader of shaft
#7 and later the position of chief engineer of the mine. On 20 November
1949 Subject fled fran the mine and made his :my to the home of his cousin
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Frau Inge RAASCH, Togostrasse 47, Berlin. From Berlin he went to Helmstedt
(M53/Y20) where he crossed the border illegal/,y into the Hest Zone of Germany.
Re went to HERM= (L53/B69) where he tried, without success, to obtain work.
Prom Herford he went to CIERIOIRSHEDL (40/147), where he

Subject then went to	 THAI=
where he obtained work as a farm laborer. He worked there until 5 March 1950,
when he quit his Job and cramped over into the Soviet Zone of Germany in the
vicinity of ?MEN end AUERBACH• While in the Soviet Zone he observed the
Progress made an the mines in the vicinity since he had last been there and
then crossed the border into the Hest Zone of Germany again in the vicinity of
HO?

12. ACTION TAKEN AND/OR BEING TAKEN:
Subject was intuirrogated by ICIC, OBERURSEL. Re: Uranium Mining in the Soviet
Zane of Germany and by the undersigned Agent. After the interrogation he was

going to look for work in the Hest Zone of Germany.

13. COMBENTS:

a. Subject's account of his war record does not agree with what is known
of the units to which he was allegedly attached.
