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1. VRANITZKY VISIT TO POLAND:

AFTER HIS MEETING WITH POLISH CARDINAL JOSEPH GLEMP IN
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WARSAW YESTERDAY, CHANCELLOR FRANZ VRANITZKY (SPO) SAID
HE BELIEVED THAT THE POLISH CHURCH WAS SEEKING A ROAD OF
"COOPERATION" RATHER THAN "CONFRONTATION" WITH THE POLISH
GOVERNMENT. COMMENTING ON HIS SUBSEQUENT MEETING WITH
POLISH LEADER JARUZELSKI, VRANITZKY STATED THAT
JARUZELSKI HAD INFORMED HIM OF POLAND'S "HIGH
EXPECTATIONS" FOR THE UPCOMING VISIT OF U.S. VICE
PRESIDENT BUSH. ACCORDING TO REPORTS, VRANITKZY AND
JARULZELSKI EXPRESSED SIMILAR VIEWS ON SUCH ISSUES AS
INTERNATIONAL SECURITY AND THE CSCE PROCESS. JARUZELSKI
ALSO STRESSED POLAND'S SUPPORT FOR VIENNA'S BID TO HOST
FUTURE DISARMAMENT CONFERENCES. BOTH SIDES FURTHER
AGREED TO ESTABLISH A BILATERAL FORUM TO INTENSIFY
SCIENTIFIC AND CULTURAL COCPERATION. DESPITE POLAND'S
DIFFICULT ECONOMIC SITUATION, THE VISIT WILL ALSO PRODUCE
SOME CONCRETE PROJECTS IN THE AREA OF ECONOMIC
COOPERATION, OBSERVERS SAID. IN STATEMENTS ON AUSTRIAN
TV, REPRESENTATIVES OF THE POLISH OPPOSITION (STANISLAV
STOMA, ADAM MICHNIK), WHO MET WITH THE CHANCELLOR AT THE
AUSTRIAN EMBASSY IN WARSAW LAST NIGHT, EXPRESSED THEIR
SKEPTICISM TOWARD THE LIBERALIZATION PROCESS IN POLAND
AND CALLED FOR INDEPENDENT UNIONS. THEY FURTHER HOPED
THAT SOVIET ECONOMIC REFORMS WOULD EVENTUALLY STIMULATE A
SIMILAR PROCESS IN POLAND. (SEMI-OFFICIAL WIENER

2. INF AGREEMENT INCREASES HOPES FOR PROGRESS AT VIENNA
CSCE CONFERENCE: ’

SPEAKERS AT THE VIENNA CSCE FOLLOW-UP CONFERENCE
EXPRESSED THEIR HOPES THAT THE SUPERPOWER INF AGREEMENT
WOULD LEAD TO PROGRESS AT THE CONFERENCE. DELEGATES ARE
NOW OPTIMISTIC THAT THE CONFERENCE COULD CONCLUDE BY THE
END OF THIS YEAR, AN ARTICLE STATED. AUSTRIAN CHIEF
DELEGATE AMB. RUDOLF TOROVSKY URGED DELEGATIONS TO TURN
IMMEDIATELY TO THE EDITING OF A FINAL DOCUMENT. REPORTS
