In 1151 a Swedish nurse or governess in the home of Swedish foreign service
officer Stiz Engfeldt told Source's wife that she had observed that Raul
Wallenberg was hidden in the same hone in which the Engfeldts lived while
they were assigned to an Iron Curtain capital, probably Prague or Budapest,
from approdpately 1946 to 1948. Wallenberg had disappeared and was generally
believed to be a prisoner of tne Soviets. Engfeldt is now a First Secretary
in the Swedish Embassy in Madrid.
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
