(a) General Andreas or andras ZAK° in 1944, under the direction of the Hungarian
General Aaff, formed I. organization "KOLTA I. Intelligence and sabotage were
designated as the primary enseious of the unit, with poesible activation as a
partisan group in the event of iknary l a eapitualtion. This organization, except
to a small degree, was never actually functional prior tc the war's arid.

(b) In 1946, Subject is reported to amre returned to Hungary from his exile in
Austria, and to nave reorganized the %SWAZI as a positive intelligent:le group.
He returned to 'Austria in 1947 and cnducted a recruiting campaign for this organi-
zatian from amo14., t.iie ranks of former ungarien army nnd gendarmerie personnel in
Germany and Austria.

(c) CurLag 1947 an.1 194 :4 iak0 travelled extensively throughout urope, establishing
connections with other Hungarian exile r..-s.pe i.-,e. seeking :support from Nestera

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(d) Subject had initial ly ceteblished

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(a) After his break with PARKAS, ZAKO is reported to have established connections
between the KOPJAS and the Hungarian National Committee led by VARGA, mm3r,
ECKHARDT and other Hungarian ex-diplomats in the U.S. This alleged affiliation,
however, has never been verified. (B-2).

(g) Subject moved from his former residence in Kellerbura, Austria (British Zible)
to Abeam by Solbad Hall, Tirol, Austria (Yrembh Zone) during the early part of 1949.
Reason for this move hap not been given by .AKO, although it is significant that
his present freedom of movement and organizational funds appear to be directly
attributed to French Intelligence (B-2).

(h) Sines ZAKO's move to the French Zone of Austria, numerous reports have been
received which indicate that French intelligence has been financing his activities.
Should this be true, it implies that the French are receiving similar data to that
which is being provided U.S. intelligence by other KOPJAS members. (B-3).

(i) The KCPJAS is presently maintaining a positive intelligence net within Hungary.
Data forthcoming from this net is relayed via an intricate courier system be both
ZAKO and to the various liaision officers appointed by U.S. intelligence agencies to
the KOPJAS Groups. Subject in all probability is also supplying this data to French
Intelligence authorities at a clear profit.

(j) The Hungarian language newspaper ASZABAD rAMZET" published in the Munich area,
although ostensibly an organ of the MHBK, is actually under the direction of ZAKO
and his staff.

3. In June 1948 ZAKO offered his intelligence net to our Munich Base,
but was not accepted due to insufficient information on activities, comnunicatione,
contacts, and probable Iritiah and French intelligunce conmetions of the group.

4. MAY-698, dated 23 October 1948, reports the following from a Hungarian
refugee sources

(f. In the Spring of 1949, ZAKO eatabliahed the MAK (Fraternity of Hungarian
Harriers) which appears to be merely a legitimate front for XMAS activity.
Membership in the mumit continues to be restricted to those former army and gen-
darmerie personnel who have not participated in political activity since the
end of the ear. This move of ZAKO is evidently aimed at preventing FARKAS followers
from entering the MGM' (B-2).



(a) Cm 8 Sept 48, Andras ZAKO, who is now living in Absam near Bad Hall, Tirol,
sought out source and indicated interest in acquiring a blank ::ungarian passport
which he would take or send to London, r7Lore it would be filled out properly.

(b) ;LAW stated to source that he intends to meet BAKACH-BESAENTEI, former Hungarian
diplomat, in Faris and will request the latter's help in obtaining access to high
American aatborities. ZAKO complained that the French have no Nada to finance
his organization. Ile stated that his group is an active one and he is able to
mewls anyone out of Hungary; also, that through his organization, be could take
care of requests within Eungary.

(a) Source, in order to sound out ZAW's pos,tion with regard to ?arenas NISBARNAII-
FARKAS, expressed, regret that Fercncz NAGY did not meet KIS9ARNAK1-FARKAS during
NAGY's recent visit to Austria; source added that, in his opinion, divergent
political views should not have been a barrier between the two men to prevent their
meeting. ZAN agreed with sow-ce completely, declaring that latter all., KIsebieAKI-
FARKAS is an outstanding personality'.

A "Field Coccent" on the above report states that "Source stated that ZkaJ e s attitude
toward Ma's:AEI:MD-FARKAS was thought to be unfavorable, because of the latter's
political maneuvers. Same source reported that NAGY did not believe MO to be
connected with KISBARMAKWARKAS, when NAGY regards as a political opponent."

5. Farther information, also from a Vienna report on Itulgarieut
Emigre Groups in estern Europe (IAV-1613) of February 1950 states that General
ZAKO organized the Brotherhood of Conrades-in-Arma, an association of former
Hungarian Arny officers whie1 has headquarters in Innsbruck, Austria, and MUnich,
Germany; some members are in Paris and in the French provinces. This aaeociationle
politics are right of center. Subject was an instructon at the Luck/via.' Academy
in Budapest. Subject was assigned the task of organizing the above association
by ILISBARNALt-PARKAS and he (ZAKO) has allegedly promised KISBARNAKI-FARKAS that the
Brotherhood will be at the disposal of the Hungarieu: Committee of Liberation in the
event it is needed.
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
