Divisions were aotive over Korea on 23  Deoember. These are the First 
j e t  flights which have been noted in the combat zone in four days. On 
bo-bh 23 and 24 December j o t s  from the Sixth Division were scheduled t o  
f ly from their base near Antung t o  Pyongyang and baok. 
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Comment: There a r e  s u f f i o i e n t  Chinose, K o r e a  and Soviet  MIG-16's 
based near the Korean border t o  f l y  400 oombat s o r t i e s  a day.
