1. The treaty with East Germany will be signed. Khrushchev
hopes this wjll happen vithout a shot's being fired, as he thinks
NATO countries will retreat on this question and will settle all
questions with Eest Germany through neutrs] representatives,

2. Knhrushchev is planning to conduct the impending highest
level talks on the Berlin problem in the following vay if they
teke place. He intends to be firm and unyielding. Khrushchev
vill declare: “The Soviet Government in its notes, messages and
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memoranda on Germany and the Berlin question has expressed all its
vievs, advice and proposals. We have nothing to add. We ere ready
to consider nev proposals for realization of our thoughts ard desires
concerning Germany and Berlin. If you, gentlemen, are obstinate

and do not want to recognize the correctness of our proposals, then

I have nothing to say to you on this question. The Soviet Government
will 4o vwhat it has already declared. Goodbye." Khrushchev will
then leave the room..

3. On 10 August 1961 Marshal Konev flew to Bast Germeny. Col.
Gen. Yakubovskiy vill be his deputy. Ammy General Batov will command
the Southern Group of Forces. Marshel Chuykov will command one of
the frontier districts ‘= Asia or the Caucasus and Marshal Golikov
will be sppointed Commander of Ground Forces. Marshals Zhukov and
Sokolovskiy have been invited to play the part of principal wmilitary
sdvisers attached to the Supreme Commander-In-Chief, Khrusbchev.,
Sokolovskiy has replied in the affirmative and Zhukov is thinking
about it. Leaves of high-ranking officers have been cancelled.

b, The Soviet Government has informaticn to the effect that
the United States 15 nov carrying out intensive military prepa-
rations in Iran and Turkey, in connection, allegedly, with the Berlin
problenm.

5. In relation to this ectivity on the part of the United States,
Khrushchev has decided to deliver an ultimatum to Iran and Turkey in
September or October demanding of these govermments removal of troops
and liquidation of American bases in their countries. Otherwise,
Khrushchev has decided, on the basis of the existing treaty with
Iran, to move Soviet troops into Iranian territory.

6. This clarifies the preparation of vorld opinion by publi-
cation of the CENTO plans for muclear destruction of countries in
the Middle Rast. After events in Iraq and the seizure of pover by
