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SUMMARY

A POL storage areaislocated 15 kilometers
(km) south of Mozyr (52-03N 029-13E) and 16
km north of Yelsk (51-48N 029-09%). This
installation has no rail service but is served
by the Mozyr-Yelsk primary all-weather high-
way and by local secondary roads. The Kalin-
kovichi Army Barracks Mozyr (AL-2) on the
west edge of Mozyr is located 16 km north.

This POL storage area covers approxi-
mately 140 acres and contains 10 large vertical
POL storage tanks in an ll-acre diked arca, 20
associated support-type buildings, one possible

A probable pumphouse area is located adjacent
to the probable pipeline to function as a booster
station for the pipeline and possibly to pump
oil into the installation storage tanks.
