Ministry of Defense reported that as of 17 October the Polish
military are on alert status in case matters at the Central Com-
mittee Plenum take an "unfavorable turn'. In the event a liberal
leadership is appointed, the military will not support it. If
the character of the PZPR becomes social democratic, the military
will not accept the PZPR in a role of leadership over the military.
