Another is the
twisted definitions given the
word, liberal, which in the
19th century meant the ex-
tension of the rights of man
but in the middle of the 20th
century means the expansion
of the power of government.

The “Spirit of Camp
David,” a new device of con-
fusion, apparently requires
the avoldance of dirty words.
