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As reported by foreign broadeasts, technical information on rockets
and guided missiles activities in Denmark is generally negligible. The
following texta, however, do contain some limited date (mainly speculativs)
on the spead, dimensions and altitude of flying objects reportedly observed
in Scandinavian countries and in other kuropean countrles from the middle
of July to October, 1946.
