PREFACE

THIS IS THE THIRD AND LAST DAILY OAK REPORT BASED ON MISSION 9954
AND DEALING WITH THE HIGHEST-PRIORITY INTELLIGENCE ITEMS APPEARING
IN THE COMOR TARGET LIST. THIS REPORT, COVERING THE OAK REPORTING
PERIOD FROM 1588 HOURS, 22 JUNE 1963, TO 1580 HOURS, 23 JUNE 1963,
PRESENTS INFORMATION ONLY ON THOSE COMOR TARGETS OBSERVED ON THE
PHOTOGRAPHY. COMOR TARGETS NOT OBSERVED OR NOT COVERED BY MISSION
9454 ARE LISTED IN THE INDEX OF THIS REPORT.

TARGETS ARE ARRANGED IN THE OAK BY SUBJECT, AND WITHIN EACH SUBJECT
BY COMOR TARGET NUMBER. TARGETS OF OPPORTUNITY OBSERVED DURING THE
OAK REPORTING PERIOD ARE LISTED NUMERICALLY UNDER THE APPRUPRIATE
SUBJECT AFTER THE LISTING OF COMDR TARGETS. ALL TARGETS IN THIS
REPORT ARE LOCATED IN THE USSR UNLESS OTHERWISE INDICATED.

SELECTED PHOTOGRAPHIC REFERENCES FOR EACH TARGET OBSERVED AND

COORDINATES ARE GIVEN IN PARENTHESES AFTER THE FRAME TO WHICH THEY
APPLY. THIS GRID IS IDENTIFIED AS KH-4 (1) APR 6Z.

DAK RECIPIENTS ARE CAUTIONED THAT THE INITIAL SCAN OF THE
PHOTOGRAPHY FROM MISSION 9854 IS BEING ACCOMPLISHED IN A SHORT TIME
AND OFTEN WITHOUT THE AID OF PRECISE ANALYTICAL AND MENSURAL
EQUIPMENT COMMONLY EMPLOYED IN DETAILED PHOTOGRAPHIC ANALYSIS.
