1. .The problem of Strategic Weapons Industrial Facilities (SWIF)
versus General Purpose Weapons Industrial Facilities (GPWIF) is somewhat
8 follow on to the old conundrum "Strategi¢ versus Tactical" warfare.

As understood by NPIC analysts the SWIF category in the NTP may be
construed, in the broadest sense, as including those production facilities
which are producing, or have a clear and present capability to produce
weaponry for strategic offensive (ive., ICBM, IRBM, MRBM, Bombers,
Submarines) or defensive (ABM, SAM and Cruise) weapons systems. This is
to be contrasted with weaponry designed to support ground forces or

units in contact with the enemy. -

2. On the basis of the definition stated above, plants engaged in
the production of guided missiles (and/or components thereof) or have the
potential to produce such missiles/major subcomponents which have a
range or potential range beyond that required for battlefield combat
should be considered in the SWIF category. :
